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I hope everyone had a great Christmas and Winter Break and had the chance to enjoy
some extended time with your families. Looking back at this time last year, we were in the
midst of navigating our way through the initial season with COVID and you all did a great
job bringing us to that point and I can say the same this year. COVID will be with us well
into the future and you continue to do those things that allow sports and activities to go on.
You provide tremendous opportunities for the students of Georgia and the benefits you
provide them are immeasurable.

The General Assembly is in session and, as always, there are challenges to your
association. SB 328 has been filed and assigned to the Senate Youth and Education
Committee and provides for the GaDOE to create a new nonprofit organization that
essentially replaces the GHSA. This bill comes up most years and is following the Florida
model. It provides that any student is eligible at any school in which they enroll or attend
a practice session regardless of where they live, who they live with, or where they attended |
school the previous year. It also provides that the Executive Committee be replaced by a
Board of Directors consisting of six (6) public school representatives, six (6) private school
representatives, two (2) appointees by the GaBOE, two (2) Superintendents, two (2) local
BOE members and the State School Superintendent.

Currently, GHSA member schools elect within their regions a member to represent
that region on the Executive Committee. There are also members that represent the GSSA,
GSBA, GADA, GACA and an at-large private member and two (2) female representatives.
Member school representation would be drastically reduced under SB 328. The GHSA appeal boards would be replaced and there
would be a committee designed to hear all appeals and another to be a liaison between the public and the new nonprofit organization.
In summary, this bill would dissolve your organization and change the landscape of high school athletics in Georgia by eliminating
eligibility safeguards provided through current eligibility by-laws as well as reducing member school representation by
approximately 71%. There is also a bill assigned to the Youth and Education Committee to require separate regions and playoffs
for public and private schools.

All of this is in response to the recent reclassification process that was ratified by the full Executive Committee earlier this
month. The focus of this cycle was to provide for a competitive balance of schools within the classifications that included a
multiplier. The approval vote for Division II-A was 64-2, Division I-A 65-1 and classes 2A through 7A were 66-0 each. The
committee overwhelmingly supported the results. And keep in mind that all regions had representation in this process.

With all of that being said, | have attended all Senate and House education committees and have had the opportunity to speak
to numerous members of the General Assembly. There have been a couple of common threads of concern among the legislators
that I believe our association should consider as we look forward to the next cycle. The most prevalent of these is travel and game
scheduling. While there is no perfect solution that would solve all issues, reducing the number of classifications would increase
the size of regions and allow for easier game scheduling and would lessen travel across the association.

Another common concern is the way out-of-district students are counted. Many representative feel that students who enter a
school district in elementary school should not be counted in the multiplier. The rationale is that after being in the system for
several years in elementary school, those students “belong” to the system and should not be considered out-of-district.

Finally, competitive balance is an issue and we should work toward a formula that will empirically measure success and move
schools/sports to the appropriate classification. These three ideas are reasonable and I hope will be seriously considered as we
move forward. I would note that all schools were subjected to the same rules in the process and therefor were treated fairly in the
process, but these changes mentioned are reasonable and, along with a competitive balance formula, could be beneficial and ease
some of the concerns expressed by some members of the GHSA as well as the General Assembly.
