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This is a busy time in the GHSA with Winter sports ending or moving
toward championships and the beginning of Spring sports. Wrestling Duals are
completed and championships will soon be decided in Traditional Wrestling,
Dance, Game Day Cheerleading and Swimming & Diving.

Congratulations to the State Dual Wrestling Champions: Boys - Camden
County (7A), South Effingham (6A), Jefferson (5A), Central-Carroll (4A),
Columbus (3A), Rockmart (2A) and Mount Pisgah (1A). Carrollton won the
first ever Girls Team Dual Championship and we congratulate them on this
groundbreaking achievement.

There are several Items of Interest within the association and they are listed
below.

* Video Review for Football Championships: The Executive Committee
will vote at the Spring meeting on a proposal to allow video review in Football
Championships played at locations that have the operational technology to do
so. The goal is to get all calls right and certainly the move back to Mercedes
Benz Stadium will allow us to have video review. There are many things to
consider, such as how it will be done operationally, coach challenge and how many are allowed, booth review,
what plays are eligible for review, etc. The GHSA staff are working on the proposal and will be ready to submit
to the Executive Committee in April.

* Name, Image and Likeness: NIL has certainly changed the NCAA landscape and the push to involve
high school sports is nationwide. There are currently 28 state associations that have adopted policies to allow NIL
activities for high school students. This is NOT pay-for-play and will protect the Intellectual Property of member
schools as well as the GHSA. However, a person’s name image and likeness belongs to that person and most states
now recognize this and allow NIL activities within the rules of amateur status, undue influence and recruitment.

We are currently evaluating other association policies, engaging NIL experts and working with our attorney,
Alan Connell, to comprehensively assess the issue. We plan to have a policy to address NIL and adjust current
by-laws that will protect the intellectual property of member schools and the GHSA by the Spring meeting. We
also want to allow individual students the right to use their own name, image and likeness. There is a lot of research
left to do, but we expect to have something for consideration by the spring.

* Mercedes Benz Stadium: As I’m sure you know, the Football Championships are moving back to MBS.
I want to thank Rich McKay and his staff for making this possibility a reality and it will certainly provide a great
experience for our student-athletes and spectators. We are already involved in operational meetings to work out
the details and prepare for a smooth transition to the MBS. The ability to play indoors will provide the best
environment for the biggest games of the year.

Thank you for all you do for the young people of our state and as always feel free to contact me or any of the
GHSA staff if we can be of assistance.
