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The health and safety needs of high school athletes are of primary impor-
tance to the Georgia High School Association and to the National Federation
of State High School Associations. Playing rules for all sports are made with
high regard to managing the risks that are inherent in athletics. Additionally,
both organizations serve as information conduits to schools, their coaches,
and their athletes concerning health and safety issues through their respec-
tive Sports Medicine Advisory Committees.

Traditionally, safety needs during competition received most of the attention.
In recent years, more attention has been given to health-related issues that
students bring with them to athletics and/or that they acquire in athletics.  In-
creased occurrences of staph infections have been seen recently in high
schools across the country, and Georgia is no exception. Some people be-
lieve that infectious skin disease issues arise primarily in sports like wrestling,
but this is not true.  Every coach needs to be aware of the conditions that
promote these problems and the steps that can be taken to combat them.

To that end, the GHSA and its Sports Medicine Advisory Committee will offer a one-day Coaches’ Symposium on
Sports Medicine in mid-June. The exact details will be sent to all schools in a few weeks. Health care professionals
who work with athletes will be providing coaches with much needed, practical information about the health and
safety needs of their athletes. It is hoped administrators will encourage their coaches to participate in this event.

The National Federation will be placing a revised Communicable Disease and Skin Infection Procedures page in all
NFHS rules books. Here are some important excerpts of those recommendations:

Universal Hygiene Protocol for All Sports
■ Shower immediately after all competition and practice
■ Wash all workout clothing after practice
■ Wash personal gear, such as knee pads, periodically
■ Don’t share towels or personal hygiene products with others
■ Refrain from (full body) cosmetic shaving

Infectious Skin Diseases
■ Notify guardian(s) and coach as soon as you notice skin lesions
■ If an outbreak occurs in a team sport, notify all team members
■ Implement accepted medical procedures for dealing with the problem and for determining when to return to
    competition.

The GHSA will continue to pass along this type of information in coaching clinics, on the GHSA web site, and
through all-school mailings to help safeguard the wellbeing of the athletes.
