An important thing for educators in Georgia to remember is that the GHSA is L >
a voluntary association of member schools. \WWhen members take own-
ership of their association, they are able to participate in all phases of the
business of conducting competitive activities in Georgia high schools. Re- —
sponsible stake holders make an effort to know the policies and procedures ‘_’ﬁ
of the association, and they try to follow those policies and procedures.
Having said that, | realize the education business is extremely busy and complex, and the GHSA may be way
down the list of priorities for overloaded school administrators. This is why the GHSA has asked each school to
designate a contact person — a person who will look after the issues relevant to membership in the association.

Preparedness for the care of students is an extremely important aspect of the educational business — in the
classroom, the hallways, and the competition arenas. The recent policies mandating lightning detectors and heat-
index monitors were put in place to minimize risks to the athletes at our member schools. The policy mandating a
“Game Manager” at all contests is a proactive procedure to deal with emergencies, crowd-control issues, and
other critical situations. It is also important to note that GHSA rules and national playing rules that set standards
for safety during competitions should be followed during practices also.

The GHSA is taking another step to better serve member schools during times of crisis. The association is
implementing a Crisis Communication System. This system will allow the GHSA to communicate instantaneously
via telephone with all schools or with schools in particular areas of the state when special conditions will affect
competitions. This could be instituted with weather problems, national security issues, pandemic issues, etc. We
are in the process of accumulating data from a designated person at each school, and we hope to have the
system operational by December 1.

The synergy of lots of people pulling in the same direction is possible even when they compete with one another
in athletics and activities. The responsibilities of educating Georgia students (inside and outside the classroom)
can bind us together in positive ways and enable us to find solutions for the problems that often distract and divide
us.
