On behalf of the GHSA, | want to take this opportunity to thank the administrators, coaches, and volunteers
at our member schools who put in a great deal of work. Coaches tend to think about “home field advantage”
while administrators tend to think about all the work that has to be done to host the event. The GHSA
probably does not thank you enough for all the work that has to be done at these events.

In addition to planning events, the GHSA spends a lot of time reviewing them to be certain that they continue
to improve. Constructive criticism is evaluated by our staff members in order to correct problems that
really do exist.
