From the Secretary’s Desk
TEACHER-COACH RULE—By-Laws, Sec. 2, Item 6—For the
past several years there has been a waiver in force in regards to the
coach being a regularly employed teacher. The State Committee at
the Spring meeting revoked this waiver and the pre-war regulation
is now back in force.

VETERANS—A veteran returning to his school after discharge
from service resumes the same status he had when he left provided
he has not participated four years in a sport and provided he is not
over the age limit. If he were passing and eligible at the time he
entered service, he is eligible when he returns provided he has not
participated four years and is not over the age limit. He is not re-
quired to have earned three units for the year if he left during the
school yvear if he were passing in three subjects when he left. In
any case where you have a returning Veteran and there may be
any question as to his eligibility, secure a ruling from the State
Secretary.

AGE LIMIT—There has been a modification in the age limit
rule, By-Laws, Sec. 1, Item 13. Heretofore, when a pupil reached
the age limit he could finish out the season in the sport in which
he was participating but was ineligible for the othexr sports or liter-
ary events. Under the revised regulation, any pupil who hecomes
19 years of age on or after September 1, from the age rule, is eligi-
ble for the balance of the school year.

POST-SEASON, BOWL, and ALL-STAR GAMES—Several dif-
ferent districts presented suggested changes in regards to these
types of games. The rule as adopted is found in Section 7, Item 2.
Your special attention is called to this section.
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SPRING FOOTBALL GAMES—The regulation is regards to
Spring football games has been revised. Under this revised section
a school may play one interscholastic spring football game with this
game not counting as a year of participation for those playing in the
game.

FOOTBALL CHAMPIONSHIP—The GHSA has not been de-
termining any official footbhall championship in any classes. Class
A has definite provisions for determining its champion. Various
conferences have adopted methods of determining conference cham-
pionships. Some districts have set-ups for district championships.
There has been much discussion in regards to this matter. The
State Committee felt that it was inadvisable for it to undertake to
make any definite set-up until the matter was thoroughly investi-
gated and the wishes of the schools determined. A change could
not be considered immediately as most schools have contracts ex-
tending over a period of two years or more in advance.

The State President has been authorized to appoint a special
football committee consisting of principals and coaches. This com-
mittee is to investigate very thoroughly the situation and to make
a survey of the state so as to determine the wishes of the schools
in this matter. This committee will be announced at a later date.

JUNIOR HIGH SCHOOLS—A question has been raised as to
the place of the Junior High School in the Literary and Athletic
program. A special committee has been named to investigate this
matter. This committee is as follows:

VOCAL CONTESTS—In accordance with the action of the
Spring meeting, the State President has named a special committee
to set up standards for these events. The committee consists of:

Allen C. Smith, Quitman
Dr. Arthur Rich, Director of Music,
Mercer University.

FINANCES—The charge that was levied on individual football
games last year has been eliminated. Suggestions were presented
by various districts as to means of financing the program and after
considerable investigation and discussion by your state executive
committee, the financial operations have been placed on a prorata
share based on the pupil average daily attendance for the proceding
year.

The membership year will run from October 15 to October 15.
Annual membership dues will be 20¢ per pupil ADA if paid on or

ATHLETIC INJURY INSURANCE—The athletic injury in-
surance has been expanded to give greater coverage. Coverage can
be obtained for the entire year at a low cost or individual sports
can be covered. Information will be mailed by the State Secretary
upon request.

ELIGIBILITY REPORTS—The eligibility certificate is to be
filed in duplicate, one copy will be returned to your district. In-
dividual sheets are necessary for only those pupils whose names
appear on your eligibility certificate for the first time. Only one
copy of the individual sheet is necessary. Records in the office
are posted and kept up to date according to your reports.

Constitution
ARTICLE 1—Name of the Organization

This organization shall be known as the Georgia High School
Association.

ARTICLE—II—Object of the Organization

The object of this organization shall be promotion of educa-
tion in Georgia from a mental, physical and moral viewpoint; to
promote the study of public speaking; to standardize and encourage
athletics; and to promote appreciation for music; home making and
other cultural arts through Districts and State Contests.

ARTICLE ITI—Membership

Sec. 1. Schools Eligible for Membership—The Membership of
the Georgia High School Association shall consist only of schools
that are accredited by the Georgia Accrediting Commission.

Sec. 2. Grouping of Membership by Size—The membership of
the Association shall be divided into three groups, as follows:

Class A, composed of eligible private boarding schools and eli-
gible high schools, with an A. D. A. of 800 or more.

Class B, composed of eligible high schools with an A. D. A. of
between 125 and 799 students.

CLASS €, composed of eligible high schools with an A. D. A.
of less than 125 students.

Sec. 3. GROUPING, HOW DETERMINED—The classification
of schools into various groups shall be based on the Average Daily
Attendance (A. D. A) secured from the State Department of Educa-
tion as of July 1st annual report. The A. D. A, of July 1st shall

to educate the school officials under their jurisdiction concerning
the Constitution and By-Laws of this Association, and at the same
time to check vigorously any practice or violation of the rules by
exercising the full penalty for such violations, iif it Seems necessary.

Sec. 3. ELECTION OF OFFICERS.

(a) A President, a 1st Vice-President, a 2nd Vice-President, and
a Secretary-Treasurer shall be elected as State Association officers
for the next school year at the annual meeting of the Georgia High
School Association each year at the time of the State Meet. Only
each District President or his representative and other members
of the State Executive Committee shall vote.

(h) A President, a Vice-President, and a Secretary-Treasurer
and three committeemen shall be elected as officers for each district
at any Spring Meeting. Each member school have only one vote,

(e) Vacancies occurring on committee shall be filled by the
committee until regular election time.

Sec. 5. AUTHORITY. (a) All guestions of eligibility, or of
any other matters subject to investigation, must first be submitted
to the State Secretary, who shall make a ruling thereon after hear-
ing the evidence of both sides. If either the defendant or the plain-
tiff is not satisfied with this decision, appeal may then be made to
the District Executive Committee. In the event that the State Sec-
retary fails to act within one week, an appeal may be made direct to
the District Executive Committee either through the President or
the Secretary. After hearing the evidence submitted by both sides,
the District Executive Committee shall render a decision in the
matter. If either party is still dissatisfied with the decision or if
the District Executive Committee fails to act wiithin one week, ap-
peal mdy then be made to the President of the Georgia High School
Association, who shall hear the evidence of both sides and render a
decision. If either party is still dissatisfied, either party may then
appeal to the State Executive Committee, provided the party or par-
ties appearing shall pay the entire expenses of the State Executive
Committee when called together for this purpose. The State Execu-
tive Committee shall then hear the evidence of both sides and ren-
der a verdict. This last appeal shall be final and anyone seeking
redress through any other channel shall forfeit the membership of
their school in the Georgia High School Association for one year.
No other method of appeal shall be held valid, and any appeal made
must begin with the first step outlined and not eliminate any step
until reaching the final court of appeal, the State Executive Com-
mittee.

football, basketball, track, if any be declared by the District Com-
mittee, and all other district activities, to the State Executive Com-
mittee at the annual meeting held at the time of the State Literary
meet.

(¢) All reports of a District Secretary to the State Executive
Committee concerning entries in the State Basketball tournaments,
and the State Meet or concerning any routine matter pertaining to
the Georgia High School Association, shall be addressed to the State
Secretary. These reports shall be filed in the office of the State
Secretary for future reference, it will not be necessary at any time
for an individual school to make a report to this office as all reports
must come from the District Secretary.

Sec. 2. CONTENTS. Each district may hold annual contests
in reading, declamation, music, debate, spelling, essay, home econo-
mies, athletics, typing, shorthand, agriculture, and other forms of
contests which may be authorized by the State Executive Committee,
calculated to provote the cause of education, on a date in April to
be announced in this Bulletin under the rules governing the State
and District Meets. Schools in Ciass A may enter the literary con-
tests of Class B schools, by paying the fees set by the District Com-
mittee, but must conduct their own athletic meet. Winners in these
district contests may be sent to the annual State Meet both in ath-
letics and literary events.

Sec. 3. TREASURER. The Treasurer of each district is re-
quired to make an itemized statement of the income and outgo of
all funds to the District Executive Committee. The State Treasurer
is required to make a similar statement to the State Executive Com-
mittee. When a new Treasurer is elected, any balance in cash or
bank account must be turned over to the new officer immediately.

Sec. 4. OFFICE. The permanent office of the Georgia High
School shall be the office of the State Secretary-Treasurer. From
this office shall be sent out bulletins, and all other routine blanks
and forms. Requests for such material shall be addressed to the
State Secretary. The person in charge of the State Office shall have
charge of making all arrangements for holding and conducting the
State Meets and Tournaments.

Item (3) Must pay annual dues to the State Secretary-Treasurer.

It is the responsibility of the individual school to see
that dues reach the State Secretary-Treasurer.

Dues paid on or before October 15 will be 20¢ per pupil
A. D. A as based on the report made to the State De-
partment of Education for the previous year.

Dues paid after October 15 will be 22¢ per pupil A. D. A.
as based on the report made to the State Department of
Education for the previous year.

Item (4) Shall be governed by person or persons who believe in

fairness and honesty, an evidence of which shall be the
strict observance of all rules and regulations in regards
to eligibility of contestants representing their school.

Item (50 Must not have been disqualified as a member school for

violation of the Constitution or By-Laws within one
year.

Item (6) Shall employ no one to coach who is not a full-time

teacher, certified by the State Department of Educa-
tion, and receive his or her entire pay from the Board
of Education that employs him or her. (A coach not
employed by the Board of Education but who lives in
the community and earns his living in some other man-
ner but gives his time to the school is strictly in viola-
tion of this rule.)

Item (7) Must abide by all rules of the State organization and

also the District organization when the rules of the
District organization are not in conflict with the rules
of the State organization.

Item (8) Shall pay no independent team or teams of other schools

not a member of this or some allied organization, except
college freshmen and then not in football.
Exceptions:

Member schools may schedule and play junior high schools.

Member schools may schedule and play amateur baseball
teams provided that there is no objection on the part of the
school authorities where the independent team is located and
that is no case will an independent team use any boy enrolled
in a high school if there is objection by local school authorities.

Member schools may participate in interscholastic contests
with member schools of a private non-state association provid-
ed that all transfer pupils of the member school of the private
school association be eligible only after a full year’s attendance
at the private school concerned.

Must fill out the blanks prepared by the State Execu-
tive Committee provided for the District Meet one week
before that event and forward same to the District Sec-
retary.
Shall not enter any inter-district basketball tourna-
ment unless such entry is approved by the District Ex-
ecutive Committee.

Shall in no case permit spring football practice to con-
tinue longer than six consecutive calendar weeks.

Shall not cancel any gazﬂe contract that has been prop-
erly executed without the agreement and consent of the
other school concerned. Any school failing to carry
out a game contract shall be suspended for one full cal-
endar year. (This means that if a cancellation should
be made on the last game of a football schedule, that the
suspension would continue up to and include the cor-
responding date of the next calendar year.)

Shall not compete in any interstate tournament or meet
in which three or more school participate, nor in any
interstate contest between two schools which involves a
round trip exceeding 600 miles, unless such event has
been sanctioned by all interested state associations
through the National Federation of State High School
Athletic Associations.

Shall not permit any of its teams to participate in any
post-season game or contest, or in any so called “bowl
or All-Star” game or contest, except where specific au-
thorization has been given by the State Executive Com-
mittee.

3. Each District organization, through its Executive
Committee or proper official, or in general session:

May pay its Secretary-Treasurer a salary of $50.00 or
more a year.

Shall collect and pay 5 per cent of the gross receipts of
all basketball tournament held within the District to
the State Treasurer within five days after the close of
the tournament, these funds to be used to defray the
expenses of the State Association. (Exception, any
basketball tournament confined strictly to schools in the
same county and held after the District tournament have
been completed, shall not be liable for 5 per cent of the
gross receipts.)

(a) Schools  having an agricultural department are
permitted to have F. F. A. basketball teams and to
hold tournaments provided the rules and regulations
concerning the eligibility of students and the conduct-
ing of tournaments as outlined in the By-Laws of the
Georgia High School Association are strictly observed.
The District Committee in whose area the school is
located and where the tournament is held shall have
jurisdiction concerning any matter pertaining to eligi-
bility or the tournament, (b) Schools that are not mem-
bers of the Georgia High School Association, but that
have an agricultural department, may be permitted to
participate in games or tournaments conducted for or
by F. F. A. basketball teams, provided the principal or
superintendent of the non-member school shall apply
to the District Committee for permission to play and
agrees to abide by the rules and regulations concerning
eligibility of students as outlined in the By-Laws of the
Georgia High School Association.

Shall determine if schools within its District may
enter any approved inter-district tournaments.

Shall furnish a copy of the complete results of all dis-
trict contests held in and for the district to each partici-
pating school in the district.

The State organization through its Executive Commit-
tee one proper official:

Shall pay its Secretary-Treasurer according to the bud-
get adopted by the State Executive Committee.

Shall provide an adequate place for the State Basketball
Tournaments and the State Meet.

Must provide an official receipt for all dues and fees
received from District Treasurer so that they may sub-
mit proper showing for all months handled by them to
the District Committee at end of the year.

School Association to the State Secretary by October 1st
shall be suspended from the Association for one year
effective on the day of the District-at-Large, meeting
about December 1st of that year. All games won or
lost during the season shall be defaulted. Contracts for
other contests between the suspended school and other
Georgia High School Association Schools shall be abro-
gated for the duration of the suspension. The State
Secretary shall instigate proceedings against the of-
fending school.

An exception to the migratory rule shall be made to
allow public high schools of Class A to play Private
Boarding Schools of Class A under conditions agreed
upon by the schools concerned. (This exception does
not apply when public high schools of Class A are play-
ing each other and when any Class A school is playing
a Class B or C school.)

Class A Boarding Schools which are members of the
Mid-South Association will be permitted to enter any
tournament or meets conducted by that Association in
accordance with its rules and regulations when that
tournament or meet is confined to member schools of
the Mid-South Association.

An exception to Section 2, item 12, shall be made for
Class A school in basketball when a Class A school
travels from-one city to another and plays two class A
schools on the same trip.

Definitions:

AN AMATEUR is defined as one who has never violat-
ed his cr her amateur standing by receiving money,
tuition, board or pay of any description as compensa-
tion for playing on a professional athletic team or in a
professional exhibition, or playing under an assumed
name. This rule does not prevent a pupil from play-
ing on a semi-pro ball team during the summer vaca-
tion or from participating in summer camp work.
(Note: To violate any of the above will interpreted as
subsidization.)

A UNIT OF WORK is a course of study for which one
Carnegie unit will be allowed if completed.
INTERSCHOLASTIC COMPETITION IN THIS ASSO-
CIATION is interpreted to mean engaging in contests
with member-schools only, or with college freshmen in
all sports except football. Inter-scholastic competition
with non-member schools is forbidden.

Any game scheduled by a dis-
trict or a conference or between two or more districts or
conferences shall be considered a play-off game.

Special Regulations.

AGREEMENT BETWEEN PROFESSIONAL BASE-
BALI. AND THE HIGH SCHOOL FEDERATION—
Adopted by Georgia H. S. A.

No student of a high school which is a member of the
National Federation of High School Athletic Associa-
tions shall be signed to a professional baseball contract
until the day following his graduation, or, if he has
left school, until the day following the graduation of
his class; nor shall any representative of Professional
Jaseball initiate or participate in any negotiations
which would violate such boy's high school  athletic
eligibility; except that a boy out of school one year or
longer, may, with the consent of his parents, apply to
the Commissioner for permission to sign a contract and
if, in the judgment of the Commissioner, the circum-
stances justify it, he shall approve the application and
so notify all clubs. Such player may be signed to a
professional contract fifteen (15) days subsequent to
the date of the Commissioner's notice.

Penalties for Violations—

A. For Professional Baseball—Any contract made in
violation of the above agreement shall be declared null
and void, and the offending club shall be permanently
prohibited from using such player. Also. any club
which fails to establish that it did not know and by
exercising reasonable care and diligence, could not have
known, that the player was connected with high school
baseball and was still eligible therefor, shall be fined

TRACK AND FIELD EVENTS

The rules for track are made by a joint committee.
Those rules applying to colleges are published by the
A. S. Barnes Co.; those rules applying to high schools
are published by the National Federation of State High
School Athletic Associations. The National Federation
Rules will be the guide for Classes B and C with the ex-
ceptions as may be found in special regulations listed
below. The rules for Class A will be those adopted by
the Class A Executive Committee subject to any spec-
ial regulations as may be adopted by the Class A Ex-
ecutive Committee.

Each school may have only one contestant in each event
except relay. No contestant may enter more than two
events and dtho relay, and in no case may any contestant
enter more than one event 440 yards or greater.

There shall be twelve track and field events as follows:
100-yard dash, 12 pound shot put, 220-yard dash, run-
ning high jump, 120-yard low hurdles, running board
jump, 440-yvard dash, half-mile, pole vault, discus throw
(high school weight), half-mile relay (four men), mile
run. The relay teams in the State Meet may be made
up of the representatives from the districts at large,
provided each man in the relay is a representative in
some other track or field event.

In case of a tie for first place in any district track or
field event, the contest must be continued or reheld until
a representative for the State Meet is determined. In
case of a tie in the original contest the points shall be
evenly divided among the tying contestants. The con-
tinued or reheld contest shall carry no points. In case
of a tie in the State meet the tie shall stand, and the
points will be divided among the tied contestants.

District Winner shall be decided in the State Meet.
The high point trophy shall go to the school which
scores the most points whether said school is in the
winning district or not.

In the shot put, discus throw, and broad jump events
the giving of qualifying, and final throws is optional. If
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(b) In the shot put and the discus throw each contest-
ant will be allowed four throws in the qualifyving ses-
sion. In the final session each contestant will be al-
lowed three throws. Throws made in the gualifying
session will stand for record in the finals.

{¢) In the broad jump each contestant will be allowed
four jumps in the yualifying session. In the final ses-
sion each contestant will be allowed three jumps.
Jumps made in the gualifying session will stand for
record in the finals.

(d) In the gualifying session in the pole vault and
high jump the last five remaining shall qualify ofr the
finals.

{e) In any running event in which there are six or
less entries, the finals may be substituted for the quali-
fying session.

(f) All contestants in the State Meet are expected to
report on the field not less than 30 minutes prior to
the beginning of the meet.
