ing. This means that schools playing football should be especially
careful to have their dues paid not later than October 1st in order
to be in good standing.

e. CROSS COUNTRY—Cross Country has been an event con-
ducted by Class AA schools only. Beginning with the current year
this will be an event open to schools of all classifications. Date
and place of Cross Country is given in the calendar.

f. SUBSTITUTION OF GAMES IN FOOTBALL—For the cur-
rent season any schools that are not able to schedule a sufficient
number of games in their region and classification in order to qualify
for the region championship, may substitute any number of games
with schools of the same classification in any region or with any
schools of higher classification, provided that the State Secretary
is notified of such substitutions not later than September 1.

g. ONE ACT PLAYS—For the current year the plays which
will be used in District and State Meets will be tragedies.

h. NUMBER OF GAMES PER WEEK IN BASKETBALL—
The rule which has limited a school to not more than one basketball
game per week on a night preceding a school day has been elimina-
ted. A school may play as many games per week and on such nights
as their own school authorities may direct, provided that the total
number of games played for the season is not more than thirty.

i. TROPHIES IN LITERARY AND TRACK—The awarding
of a trophy to the high point school in the winning region or dis-
trict in the State Meets has been eliminated. Beginning with the
current year a trophy will be awarded to the school which places
1st, 2nd, 3rd, and 4th in total points in its respective classification
in the State Meets.

j- VOCAL CONTESTS—In all of the Vocal music contests in
District, Region, and State Meets, the time limit has been increased
two minutes and the number of selections limited to two.

k. QUARTET—A change has been made in the Quartet con-
test. The contest will be a MALE Quartet. Mixed quartets will
not be permitted.

. TYPING—Typing contests have been changed to provide
that there will be two separate contests—one for boys and one for
girls.

m. SHORTHAND—The shorthand contest for the past several
years has been judged on the transcription alone and errors in typ-
ing have been disregarded in scoring the contest. The contest this
year will be judged on the finished product which will include
both accuracy of the transcribed material and accuracy in {yping
that material.

8. Applies same transfer rule to pupil who transfers to or from
public and/or private schools.

Also there has been a provision made for special hardship cas-
es. A special committee has been set up to consider special cases
and this committee has been given authority to waive the migratory
rule and to declare a pupil eligible in any individual case when it
is shown that the conditions which brought about the change of
schools were beyond the control of the school, the student, and/or
his parents, and such that none of them could reasonably have
been expected to comply with the rule the violation of which is in-
volved. Ignorance of the rule on the part of any or all of them
shall not be considered sufficient cause for setting aside its effects.

q. DATE OF LITERARY EVENTS—Action was taken by the
State Executive Committee to provide that in District and Regional
Literary Contests that in all events in which subjects or tests are
required, that such events must be all on the same date in all class-
ifications. All Spelling contests will be held on April 2, 1952. Con-
tests in the following events must be held on April 11, 1952: Typ-
ing, Shorthand, Essay, Home Economics, and Reading.

GAME OFFICIALS—One of the problems that has faced the
high schools is developing more trained officials to handle the va-
rious sports. A tremendous amount of progress has been made in
this field. A great contribution can be made to the program if the
school officials, Superintendents, Principals, Athletic Directors, and
Coaches, will endeavor to enlist men in the field of officiating.
This is especially essential in basketball where the need for more
trained officials is essential. There are in each community per-
sons with athletic background who are interested in athletics and
who will be willing to officiate; there are a number who are al-
ready doing this. If the school officials will give the program a
boost, it will contribute much to the advancement of the program.
Your State Office will provide rules materials for all sports—rule
books, case books, handbooks, meeting folders, rules examinations,
rules films, and rule clinics for officials. The assistance of school
men is needed to:

1. Interest men in officiating.

2. Have those men in your community who are inter-
ested in officiating contact the state office so that
they can receive information as to location of offi-
cials’ organizations, dates and places of clinics, and
other rules information.

GEORGIA ATHLETIC BENEFIT PLAN—The Georgia Ath-
letic ‘Benefit Plan is still in operation. Last year a record number
of athletes, both boys and girls, were given this protection at a very

Each school was provided with a copy of the report this past
Spring. During this Fall, based on the ADA figures for 1950-51
school vear, tentative grouping of the schools in the various class-
ifications by regions will be made. A complete copy of the entire
report with the distribution of the schools will be mailed to each
school. This will provide opportunity for discussion of any points,
suggestions for any changes, and any special requests to move a
school from one region to another or from one classification to an-
other in order to correct any errors which may have been made or
in order to make some adjustments which might be better for the
operation of the entire program. Changing over to a regional plan
of operation instead of a plan of district operation is a far reaching
change and the cooperation of each school will be needed in order
that objectionable points may be eliminated.

Constitution

ARTICLE 1—_Name of the Organization

This organization shall be known as the Georgia High School
Association.

ARTICLE II—Object of the Organization
The object of this organization shall be promotion of educa-
tion in Georgia from a mental, physical and moral viewpoint to
promote the study of public speaking, to standardize and encourage
athletics, and to promote appreciation for music, home making and
other cultural arts through Districts and State Contests.

ARTICLE ITI—Membership

Sec. 1. Schools Eligible for Membership—The Membership of
the Georgia High School Association shall consist only of white
schools that are accredited by the Georgia Accrediting Commission.

Sec. 2. Grouping of Membership by Size—The Membership of
the Association shall be divided into three groups, as follows:

Class AA. Composed of eligible private boarding schools, and
eligible high schools with an adjusted A. D. A. of 650 or more.

Class B. Composed of eligible high schools with an adjusted
A. D. A. of between 123 and 650.

Class C. Composed of eligible high schools with an adjusted
A. D. A. of less than 125.

NOTE: The above membership classifications are for the pur-
pose of representation on the State Executive Committee. Compe-
tition will be conducted as follows:

which is located near the horder of a district and because of its loca-
tion wishes to be transferred to membership in a neighboring dis-
trict, may do so on consent of the District Committee from both
districts and the state president, provided no rules are violated other-
wise, and provided the transfer of membership is made before Oc-
tober 1st.

Sec. 8. MEMBERSHIP IN ANOTHER ASSOCIATION—A
school is ineligible for membership in the Georgia High School As-
sociation if it is or becomes a member of any association whose
Constitution and/or By-Laws conflict with those of the Georgia
High School Association.

ARTICLE IV—How Governed

Sec. 1. STATE OFFICERS.—The State Officers of this Asso-
ciation shall consist of a President, a first Vice-President, a second
Vice-President, and an Executive Secretary-Treasurer. The offic-
ers and one member of the faculty where the State Meet is held and
the Director of State School Supervision shall be ex-officio members
of the State Committee and shall have the right to vote on all mat-
ers pertaining to the operation of the Association. These with
two members elected by each congressional district of the State and
four members elected by the District-at-Large (one from each region
of Class AA) shall constitute the State Executive Committee.

Sec. 1a. BOARD OF TRUSTEES.—Said Georgia High School
Association shall have a Board of Trustees (four in number) con-
sisting of the four persons holding the following State offices of
said Association to wit: President, first Vice-President, second
Vice-President, and Executive Secretary-Treasurer, and their re-
spective successors in office. Said Board of Trustees shall receive
and hold title to all real and personal property of said Association,
in trust for the benefit of said Association and shall have general
custody and administration of such property with power and au-
thority to lease, sell and convey said property of said Association;
provided, however, said Board of Trustees shall not sell or convey
any real property so held by them in trust for said Association with-
out first being authorized to do so by a majority vote of the State Ex-
ecutive Committee of said Association at a meeting duly called for
such purpose.

Sec. 2, STATE APPEAL BOARD—The State Appeal Board
shall be composed of five members elected by the State Executive
Committee. The members of this board shall be selected from the
various classifications of schools with representation in proportion
to the number of schools in each class. The term of each member
of the State Appeal Board shall be for three years and terms shall
be so staggered that not more than two members’ terms will expire
in the same year. (Exceptions—in setting up the original State Ap-

elected for terms of three years at any Spring Meeting when there
is a vacancy to be filled. Terms of the members of the State Exe-
cutive Committee shall be so arranged or staggered that the terms
of approximately one-third of the total number of members shall
expire each year. Each district except the District-at-Large shall
elect one member from B schools and one member from C schools
of the respective district. Each member school shall have only one
vote. In any district in which the total number of schools in either
group is less than 159, of the total membership of the district, it
shall not be required that the two members come from different
groups. (NOTE: This section does not make the District Presi-
dent the automatic representative of the district, neither does it bar
the election of the District President or any other of the District
officers to membership on the State Committee.)

(d) Vacancies occuring on a committee shall be filled by the
committee until regular election time.

Sec. 6. AUTHORITY.

(a) The State Secretary shall be authorized to interpret rules
with authority to impose the proper penalty.

(by All questions of eligibility, or of any other matter subject
to investigation, must first be submitted to the State Secretary, who
shall make a ruling thereon after hearing and/or examining the
evidence of both sides and/or other party or parties concerned with
authority to impose the proper penalty. If either the defendant or
the plaintiff is not satisfied with the decision, appeal may then be
made to the State Appeal Board through the State Secretary. In the
event that the State Secretary fails to act within one week, an ap-
peal may be made direct to the State Appeal Board either through
the State President or the State Secretary. After hearing and/or ex-
amining the evidence submitted by both and/ other party or par-
ties concerned the State Appeal Board shall render a decision in the
matter. If either party is still dissatisfied with the decision or if
the State Appeal Board fails to act within one week, either party
may appeal to the State Executive Committee through the State
Secretary provided the party or parties appealing shall pay the
entire expenses of the State Executive Committee when called
together for this purpose. The State Executive Committee shall
then hear and/or examine the evidence submitted by both sides
and/or other party or parties concerned and render a decision. This
last appeal shall be final and anyone seeking redress through any
other channel shall forfeit their membership in the Georgia High
School Association for a minimum period of one calendar year. No
other method of appeal shall be held valid and any appeal, must
begin with the first step outlined and not eliminate any step until

such other reports as may ke called for by the District or State Com-
mittee.

(b) The Secretary of each District, or his representative, shall
make a written report of the financial condition of his district
organization and on all activities in his district naming champions
in basketball and track, if any be declared by the District Committee,
and all other district activities, to the State Executive Committee at
the annual meeting.

(c) All reports of a District Secretary to the State Executive
Committee concerning entries in the State Basketball tournaments,
and the State Meet or concerning any routine matter pertaining to
the Georgia High School Association, shall be addressed to the State
Secretary. These reports shall be filed in the office of the State
Secretary for future reference.

Sec. 2. CONTESTS. Each district or region may hold annual
contests in reading, declamation, music, debate, spelling, essay, home
economics, athletics, typing, shorthand, agriculture, and other forms
of contests which may be authorized by the State Executive Com-
mittee calculated to promote the cause of education on dates to be
announced in this Bulletin under the rules governing the State and
District or Regional Meets. Schools will compete in their own
classification in State, District, and Regional meets. Winners in
these District and Regional meets may be sent to the State Meet in
both athletic and literary events.

Sec. 3. TREASURER. The Treasurer of each district is re-
quired to make an itemized statement of the income and outgo of
all funds to the District Executive Committee. The State Treasurer
is required to make a similiar statement to the State Executive Com-
mittee. When a new Treasurer is elected, any balance must be
turned over to the new officer immediately.

Sec. 4. OFFICE. The permanent office of the Georgia High
School shall be the office of the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer.
From this office shall be sent out bulletins, and all other routine
blanks and forms. Requests for such material shall be addressed to
the State Secretary. The person in charge of the State Oifice shall
have charge of making all arrangements for holding and conducting
the State Meets and Tournaments.

By-Laws
Sec. 1. A student is eligible to represent his or her school of
all classifications unless otherwise noted, in interscholastic con-
tests:
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It is the responsibility of the individual school to see that dues
reach the State Secretary-Treasurer. Dues paid on or before October
15 will be 20c per pupil A . D. A. as based on the report made to the
State Department of Education for the previous year, with the min-
imum dues for any school being $15.00. Dues paid after October 15 |
will be 22c¢ per pupil A. D. A. as based on the report made to the :
State Department of Education for the previous year, with min-
mum dues for any school being $16.50.

After Oct. 1st, no school is eligible to participate in any contest
until its membership dues for the current year are paid.

Item (4) Shall be governed by person or persons who believe ’
in fairness and honesty, an evidence of which shall
be the strict observance of all rules and regulations ‘
in regards to eligibility of contestants representing \
their school.

Item (5) Must not have been disqualified as a member school \
for violation of the Constitution or By-Laws within
one year.

Item (6) Shall employ no athletic coach, nor anyone on its
athletic coaching staff who is not a full-time teacher, ‘
certified by the State Department of Education, and
receives his or her entire pay from the Board of
Education that employs him or her. (A coach not
employed by the Board of Education but who lives
in the community and earns his living in some other
manner but gives his time to the school is strictlv
in violation of this rule.)

Item (7) Must abide by all rules of the State organization and
also the District organization when the rules of the
District organization are not in conflict with the
rules of the State organization.

Item (8) Shall not play independent team or teams of other
schools not 2 member of this or some allied organi- i
zation, except college freshmen and then not in foot-
ball.
Exceptions:
Member schools may schedule and play junior high schools.

Bhall not entér any inter-district basketball toiiriia-
iment unless such entry is approved by the District
Executive Committee.

Shall in no case permit spring football practice to
continue longer than six consecutive calendar weeks.
Shall not allow its football team to engage in any in-
ter-school practice and/or scrimmage in foothall.
Shall not cancel any game contract that has been
properly executed without the agreement and con-
sent of the other school concerned. Any school
failing to carry out a game contract shall be sus-
pended for one full calendar year. (This means that
if a cancellation should be made on the last game of
a football schedule, that the suspension would con-
tinue up to and include the corresponding date of the
next calendar year.)

Definitions:

AN AMATEUR is defined as one who has never
violated his or her amateur standing by receiving
money, tuition, board or pay of any description as
compensation for playing on a professional athletic
team or in a professional exhibition, or playing under
an assumed name. This rule does not prevent a
pupil from playing on a semi-pro ball team during
the summer vacation or from participating in sum-
mer camp work. (Note: To violate any of the above
will be interpreted as subsidization.)

A UNIT OF WORK is a course of study for which
one Carnegie unit will be allowed if completed.
(Subtraction and/or cancellation of units already
earned shall not be retroactive.)

INTERSCHOLASTIC COMPETITION IN THIS AS-
SOCIATION is interpreted to mean engaging in con-
tests with member-schools only, or with college fresh-
men in all sports except football. Interscholastic
competition with non-member schools is forbidden.

MIGRATORY RULE—Any pupil who changes schools
after enrolling in 9th grade is a migrant. A migrant
pupil must remain in the school to which he or she
has transferred one full calendar year before he or
she may become eligible.

Special Regulations.

AGREEMENT BETWEEN PROFESSIONAIL BASE-
BALL AND THE HIGH SCHOOL FEDERATION—
Adopted by Georgia H. S, A,

No student of a high school which is a member of
the National Federation of High School Athletic
Association shall be signed to a professional base-
ball contract until the day following his graduation,
or, if he has left school, until the day following the
graduation of his class; nor shall any representative
of Professional Baseball initiate or participate in any
negotiations which would violate such boy’s high
school athletic eligibility; except that a boy out of
school one year or longer, may, with the consent
of his parents, apply to the Commissioner for per-
mission to sign a contract and if, in the judgment
of the Commissioner, the circumstances justify it,
he shall approve the application and so notify all
clubs. Such player may be signed to a professional
contract fifteen (15) days, subsequent to the date of
the Commissioner’'s notice.

Penalties for Violations—

A. For Professional Baseball—Any contract made
in violation of the above agreement shall be declar-
ed null and void, and the offending club shall be
permanently prohibited from wusing such player.
Also, any club which fails to establish that it did not
know and by exercising reasonable care and dili-
gence, could not have known that the player was
connected with high school baseball and was still
eligible therefor, shall be fined $500.00 Any club
official or employee conducting any such negotia-
tions and who does not establish that he did not
know, and by exercising reasonable care and dili-
gence could not have known of such interference
with players eligibility, shall be ineligible for one
year.

B. For High School Officials—Any school whose
employee or official encourages or collaborates in
such negotiations will be suspended from the state
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
