From The Secretary’s Desk

This section of the Bulletin contains in summary form informa-
tion and explanation in regards to changes in the regulations of the
Georgia High School Association.

DATES FOR DEBATES AND ONE ACT PLAYS—The District,
Region, and State Debates and One Act Plays have been set as a
part of the Fall program. The State finals in both Debates and
One Act Plays will be held at the University of Georgia, Athens,
Georgia, on December 6 and 7, 1954. Arrangements have been
made with the University for low cost housing and meals.

NOTIFICATION OF ENTRY—LITERARY EVENTS—Notifi-
cation of entry in Literary events must be filed in writing to
District or Region Secretary. Deadline for notification of entry
in Debate and One Act Play is October 15. For all other liLerary‘
eventis the deadline is March 15.

ELIGIBILITY REPORTS—LITERARY EVENTS—EIligibility
reports - just as for athletics - are required for the contestants in
all literary events except Spelling. Eligibility reports for Debates
and One Act Plays are due not later than October 15; eligibility
reports for all other literary events are due not later than March
15. Any literary eligibility report filed after the due date must
be accompanied by a delayed fee of $§10.00 per report,

NON-ACCREDITED SCHOOLS ELIGIBLE FOR MEMBER-
SHIP—The provision requiring a school to be accredited to be
eligible for membership has been eliminated. Any white senior
high school may apply for membership in the GHSA. This pro-
vision makes it possible for a group of non-accredited senior high
schools to join in the GHSA program. In as much as non-accredited
senior high school are now eligible for membership, member schools

doubles will qualify for the State tournament. This applies to both
boys and girls tennis. The Class AA Boys State tournament will
be played at Athens, Georgia, while the Class AA Girls State tourna-
ment will be played at Macon, Georgia. Dates for these are given
in the calendar of events.

INVITATION BASKETBALL TOURNAMENTS—Some difficul-
ty has been encountered by teams participating in approved invita-
tion basketball tournaments. In some cases due to a team winning
when not expected to win, the number of games plaved in the
tournament added to the number of games scheduled for the bal-
ance of the season has given a total greater than the number of
games permitted in a season. This has brought problems in at-
tempting to cancel or postpone games. In order to avoid such dif-
ficulty and in order to enable schools to have a definite basis for
calculation, the participation of a school in an approved invitation
basketball tournament will count as two games. This will apply
regardless of the number of games a team plays in an approved
invitation tournament. If a team is eliminated in its first game,
the participation will count as two games; if a team plays three
games in a tournament, such participation will count as two games.

SCHEDULE—STATE LITERARY MEET—In the back of this
bulletin there is a detailed schedule of time and place of the various
events of the Spring State Literary meet. A time schedule of
events has been worked out so that schools and contestants will
have this information well in advance and can make their plans
accordingly.

SCHEDULE—STATE TRACK MEETS—“A”, “B"”, AND “C"—
In the back of this bulletin there is a section in regards to the
Class A, B, and C State Track meets. This section gives information
as to the time that trials and finals are scheduled, order of events,
and other information in connection with these track meets. With
this information in the bulletin, it will not be necessary for the
State Office to send this information to each school that qualifies
for the State Track meet.

STATE BASEBALL ELIMINATIONS—In the back of this bul-
letin are plans for the State Baseball Elimination series. Schools
which qualify for the elimination series will find in this section
the information in regards to dates and other details of the playoffs.

MUSIC FESTIVALS—During the school year 1953-54, a joint
committee from the GHSA and the Georgia Music Educators As-
sociation has been studying the operation of the Music Festivals.
This committee made a series of recommendations which were ac-
cepted by the Georgia Music Educators Association at its April
1954 convention. These recommendations with several minor
changes have been accepted by the GHSA State Executive Commit-
tee at its Spring meeting. The following will apply for the school
year 1954-55:

has directed that in the matter of passing previous semester when
credit is given on a vearly basis, that whether or not a pupil is
passing at the end of the first semester shall be determined by the
grades which that pupil has made for the first semester; that whe-
ther or not a pupil is passing the second semester shall be deter-
mined by whether or not the pupil has received credit in terms
of unit or units for the second semester. For example, if a pupil
receives full credit for the subject for the year, the pupil is deemed
to have passed that subject for the second semester, while if a pupil
receives no credit for the year in a subject, the pupil is deemed
not to have passed in that subject for the second semester.

CONSOLIDATION PROBLEMS—Due to the state wide school

building program there will probably arise a number of problems
in connection with the GHSA program. Two problems of state
wide nature were presented to the State Executive Committee at
its last meeting:

1. Status of pupils who change from schools that are to be
consolidated when such change is made prior to the com-
pletion of the building program.

2. Classification of schools when consolidations of wvarious
types are made during the two-yvear classification interval.

It was the opinion of the State Executive Committee that in

a case where a school is to be consolidated into or with another
school when building facilities are available, if such pupils as are
to be consolidated change prior to the actual consolidation, the
regular provisions of the migratory rule shall apply as to transfer
of pupils from one school to another. Under this provision it is
possible that such pupils might or might not be eligible depending
upon the circumstances. For example, if the entire 12th grade
from the school to be consolidated is transferred, then such pupils
as are in the 12th grade who transfer would be clear under the
migratory rule, and the school from which they transfer would
be eliminated as a senior high school. The same principle would
apply if one or more grades were consolidated. However, if the
change were either a voluntary one on the part of the pupils or a
permissive one such would not clear the pupils’ eligibility unless
it met with the provision which apply to pupils changing schools.

In regards to consolidations during the classification period,

the policy which the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer has been
following was approved. In any case where one or more schools
are consolidated to form a new school, the classification of such
schoo! shall be determined for the balance of the classification
period by the ADA of the previous year of the schools consolidated.
In any case where a school or schools are consolidated into a
school which is already classified, the school already classified shall
continue with its same classification until the next re-classification
period.

cation of July 1st annual report. The A. D. A. report at the classi-
fication-period shall be vsed as a basis to determire the classi-
fication of a school for a two-year period. In case of a consolidation
at a classification period the A. D. A. of the schools consolidated
shall be combined to delermine the classification. The adjusted
A. D. A, shall be calculated as follows.

a. The four-year high school shall be ‘used as a base and for
a three-year high school 1/3 shall be added to the A .D. A,
to determine classification figure.

b. The double sex school (co-ed) shall be used as a base, and
for a single sex school the A. D. A. shall be doubled to
determine classification figure,

(NOTE: Classification for the school vears 1954-55 and 1955-56 is
based on the A. D. A. reports for the school year 1952-53.
The next reclassification will be based on the reports for
the school year 1854-55 and will become effective ir the
school year 1956-57.)

Sec. 4. GROUPING OF MEMBERSHIP BY DISTRICTS AND
REGIONS—AII Class AA (Iistrict-at-Large) and all Class A schools
chall be members of the Region organization in which they are
located. All Class B and Clas: C schools shall be members of the
District organization in the Congressional District in which they
are located.

Sec. 5. COLLEGES—Junior Colleges and preparatory depart-
ments of colleges are incligime for membership in this Association.

Sec. 6. JUNIOR HIGH SCHOOLS—Junior High Schools are
ireligible for membership in this Association.

Sec. 7. TRANSFERS FROM A DISTRICT—Any eligible
schaol which is located near the border of a district and because of
its location wishes to be transferred to membership in a neighboring
district, may do so on conserii of the District Committee from both
districts and the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer, provided no
rules are violated otherwise, and provided that request for transfer
of membership is made to the State Office within 30 days after
notice of reclassification has been made.

Sec. 8 TRANSFER TO A HIGHER CLASSIFICATION—AnRy
eligible school on applicaticn to the State Executive Secretary-
Treasurer may be permitied to move from a lower to a higher
classification but a schoo! will not be permitted to change from
the classification as set by its classification figures to a lower
classification. Any schocl which moves from a lower to a higher
classification by applicatior. must remain in the higher classification

Vice-President, a Secretary-Treasurer, and three other committee-
men: who shall be from Cicss- B and Class C ir proportion to the
number of member schools from each class. No two shall be from
the same school, and any person so elected shall be connected with
a member school in an administrative or irstructional capacity.
These officers shall compose the Executive Committee in their dis-
trict.

(b) Each Class A Regicn shall elect a President, a Secretary-
Treasurer, and from one to three other committeemen. No two
shall be from the same schocl, and any person so elected shall be
connected with a member school in an administrative or instruc-
tional capacity. These officers shall compose the Executive Com-
mittee in their region.

(¢} Class AA (District-at-Large) shall elect a President and a
Vice-President. These together with the Chairman elected by each
region shall compose the Executive Committee for Class AA. No
two shall be from the same school, and any person so elected shall
bhe conrected with a member school in an administrative or in-
structional capacity. This committee may designate one member
from their committee to zct as recording secretary and treasurer,
The State Executive Secrctary-Treasurer shall act as Secretary for
Class AA.

Sec. 5. DUTIES OF OFFICERS—The duties of the various
cfficers and committees shail be those usually devolving upon such
officers ard committees. It is specifically the duty of the State
Executive Committee, the District Executive Committee, and the
Reg:on Executive Committee to seek at all times to educate the
school officials under their jurisdiction concerning the Constitu-
tion and By-Laws of this Association and at the same time to
check vigorously any practice or violation of the rules by exercising
the full penalty for such violations if it seems necessary.

Sec. 6. ELECTION OI' OFFICERS

(@) A President and a Vice-Presidert shall be elected as State
Association officers at tine annual meeting of the Georgia High
School Association each year. Any person so elected shall be con-
nected with a member school in an administrative or instructional
capacity. In any case where a new president is elected, the re.
tiring president, if eligible 1o serve, shall be elected Vice-President!
The election and term of office of the Executive Secretary-Treasurer
shall be for a term of one te five years in the discretion of the
State Executive Committee, and the President and the Vice-Presi-
dent shall be authorized to execute a contract in the name of and
for the Georgia High Schoo! Association. Only members of the
State Executive Committee shall be ertitled to vote in elections.

Sec. 7. AUTHORITY.

(a) The State Executive Secretary-Treasurer shall be authoriz-
ed to interpret rules with authority to impose the proper penalty.

{(b) All questions of eligibility, or of any other matter subject
to investigation, must first be submitted to the State Executive
Secretary-Treasurer, who shall make a ruling thereon after hearing
and/or examining the evidercc of both sides and/or other party or
parties corcerned with suthority to impose the proper penalty. If
either the defendant or the plaintiff is not satisfied with the
decision, appeal may then be made to the State Appeal Board
throvgh the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer. In the event
that State Executive Secretary-Treasurer fails to act within one
week, an appeal may then be made direct to the State Appeal Board
either through the State Fresident or the State Executive Secretary-
Treasurer. After hearing and/or examining the evidence submit-
ted bv both sides and/or cther party or parties concerned the State
Appeal Board shall rerder a decision in the matter. If either
party is still dissatisfied witl: the decision or if the State Appeal
Board fails to act within one week, either party may appeal to the
State Executive Committes thrcugh the State Executive Secretary-
Treasurer provided the party or parties appealing shall pay the en-
tire expenses of the State Executive Committee when called togeth-
er for this purpose. Th2 State Executive Committee shall then
hear and/or examine the eviderce submitted by both sides and/or
other parties concerned and render a decision. This last appeal
sha!l be final and anyore seeking redress through any other chan-
nel shall forfeit their membership in the Georgia High School As-
soc.ation for a minimum period of one calendar year. No other
method of appeal shall be held valid and ary appeal must begin
with the first step outlined and not eliminate any step until reach-
ing the final court of appecl, the State Executive Committee. In
any case where the decisicn by the State Executive Committee is
in favor of the appealing party or parties the State Executive Com-
mittece may charge the expense of the meeting to the Georgia High
School Association and reimburse the appealing party or parties.

Sec. 8. VOTE—Each school shall have one vote in a District
cr Region meetirg and eachh member of the State Executive Com-
mittee shall have one vote in a State Executive Committee meeting.
In any case where a member of the State Executive Committee is
unable to attend a State Executive Committee meeting, the District
President for Class B or Ciass C, the Region President for Class A,
or the Region Chairman ior Class AA shall have the power to ap-
point some schoolman from the membership of the district or re-
gion to represent the district or region at this particular meeting.

(c) All reports of a District Secretary, Region Secretary or
Region Chairman concerning entries in the State Basketball tourna-
ments and the State Meet or concerning ary routine matter pertain-
ing to the Georgia High School Association shall be addressed to
the State Executive Secietary-Treasurer. These reports shall be
filed in the State Office fcr future reference.

Sec. 2. CONTESTS—Ee&zch district or region may hold annual
contests in reading, declamation, musie, debate, spelling, essay,
home economics, athletics, typing, shorthand, agriculture, and other
forms of contests which may be authorized by the State Executive
Committee calculated to promote the cause of education on dates
to be anrounced in this Bulletin under the rules governing the
State and District or Regional Meets. Schools will compete in their
own classification in State, District, and Regional meets. Winners
in these District and Regional meets may be sent to the State Meet
ir both athletic and literary events.

Sec. 3. TREASUREIR—The Treasurer of each district and re-
gion 1s required to make on itemized statement of the income and
outgo of all funds to the District or Region Executive Committee.
The State Executive Secretarv-Treasurer is required to make a sim-
ilar statement to the State Executive Committee. When a rew
Treasurer is elected, any balance must be turned over to the new
officer immediately.

See. 4. OFFICE—The permanent office of the Georgia High
School Association shall be tlie officer of the State Executive Secre-
tary-Treasurer. From this office shall be sent out bulletins and
all other routine blanks and forms. Request for such material shall
be addressed to the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer. The per-
son in charge of the State Office shall have charge of making all
arrangements for holding ard conducting the State Meets and Tour-

Shall be a member of the Georgia High School Associa-
tion.

Shall be a white senior high school.

Must pay annual dues to the State Executive Secretary-
Treasurer., It is the responrsibility of the individual
school to see that dues reach the State Executive Secre-
tary-Treasurer. Dues paid on or before October 15 will
be 20c per puril A D. A. as based on the report made to
the State Departinent of Education for the previous vear,
with the minimwum dues for any school being $15.00.
Dues paid after Oct. 15 will be 22c¢ per pupil A. D, A, as
based on the report made to the State Department of
Education for the previous year, with minimum dues for
any school being $16.50. After October 1st, no school is
eligible to participste in any contest until its membership
dues for the current year are paid.

Shall be governed by persor or persons who believe in
fairness and honesty, an evidence of which shall be the
strict observarce of all rules and regulations in regards
to eligibility of ccntestants representing their school.

Must not have been disqualified as a member school for
violation of the Constitutior or By-Laws within one year.

Shall employ ro athletic coach, nor anyore on its athletic
coaching staff who is not a full-time teacher, certified by
the State Department of Educatiorn, and receives his or
her entire pay frem the Board of Education that employs
him or her. (A coach not employed by the Board of
Education but whe lives in the community and earns his
living in some other manner but gives his time to the
school is strictly in violation of this rule.)

Must abide by all rules of the State organization and also
the District and Regior organization when the rules of
the District or Region organization are not in conflict
with the rules of the State organization.

Shall not play an independent team or a team of some oth-
er school not 2 member of this or some allied organiza-
tion. Exceptions:

1. Member schools may schedule and play junior high
schools.

2. Member schoois may schedule and play amateur base-
ball teams yprovided that there is no objection on the
part of the school authorities where the independent
team is located and that in no case will an independ-

and in a case where the first semester ends after Feb-
ruary 10th. In any case where the first semester ends
after February 10th, additiors must be made within ten
days of the end of the semester to avoid delay fee.

Eligibility repcrts are required for all literary con-
testants just zs for athletic contestants. Eligibility re-
ports for Debates and One Act Plays are due not later
than October 135; eligibility reports for all other Literary
events are due rot later than March 15. Any eligibility
report for Debate and/or One Act Play filed after October
15 must be accon:panied by a delayed fee of $10.00 per
report; any eligibility report for other Literary event
filed after March 15 must be accompanied by a delayed
fee of $10.00 per report.

Shall allow only one football game per week by the same
team on the seascn average. (Maximum number of games
for the regular season is ten.)

Shall allow only two games of baseball per week by the
same team on the season average. (Exceptions—tourna-
ments and elimination series.)

Shall allow no basketball team to play more than thirty
baskethall games during the season. (This does not in-
clude District, egional, and State Tourraments.)

Shall allow its basketball team to enter only one tourna-
ment in addition to the District or Regional Tourrament.
(The State Tournament is considered to be a continuation
of the District or Regioral Tournament in which a team
participates.)

Shall allow no stucent to switch from one team to another
g0 as to engage in more than one football game per week
or more baseba'l gemes per week than set by the regula-
tions.

Shall provide strict physical examiration by a competent
physician of eachi and every contestant at the beginning
of each season in each sport.

Must fill out the blanks prepared by the State Office for

District or Region Meet at least ore week before the
event and forward same to District or Region Secretary.

Shall not enter an3y basketball tournament unless such
entry ic approved by the District or Regiornal Executive
Committee. Participation in anv approved basketball
tournament other than District, Region, or State elimi-
nation series shall court as two games,

Shall collect and pay 10 per cent of the gross receipts of
all play-off and post-season football games held within
the area to th2 State Executive Secretary-Treasurer with-
in five days after such game is played. Such payment
shall be accomparied by a complete financial report of
the game. The school or organization sponsoring such
game shall be responsible for the payment and report. It
is the responsibility of each school participatirg in such
game to make it clear to the sponsoring agency that pay-
ment is a part of the condition under which the game is
played, and that in the evert that the sponsoring agency
does not make yayment each school participating in such
game will be equally liable for one-half of the payment.

In any cortest c1 tournament in which the State Asso-
ciation receives a percentage of the gross receipts, gross
receipts shall be the total remaining after State Sales
Tax and Federa! Excise Tax has been deducted. Local
service charges, stadium charges, etc., are not deductible
prior to the calculation of percentage of gate receipts).

Shall provide suitable medals and trophies for individual
winners and trcphies or banners for winning schools in
District and Regicn competition.

May assess sufficient fee for District ard Region Meet
entrants to pay expenses of judges, prirnting, etc., and
expenses of representatives to the State Meet.

Shall play girls’ basketball under the rules approved by
the State Executive Committee.

Shall allow no tournament in which member schools par-
ticipate to be held in its territory except on permission
of the District cr Region Committee and on the assur-
ance that the tournament will be conducted accordirg to
the regulations of this Association. Penalty for this
violation is found in Article IV, Sectior 11 of the Consti-
tution.

Shall make such rules as may be necessary to successfully
operate the District or Region organization, provided the
rules are not in corflict with the rules of the State orga-
nization.

Shall determine the place or places for the District or
Region Meet and basketball tournaments, provide for ad-
mission fees, divisior of funds, and other details neces-
sary for the sucéessful operation of the Meet and tourna-
ments.
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Item (4) Shall pay the State organization officials sixteer cents
per mile, one way, as travelling expenses when on offi-
cial business.

Item (5) Shall determine if any interdistrict, inter-region, or

State Tournament shall be allowed. No inter-district or
inter-region tournament shall be authorized unless such
tournament has been approved by the District or Region
Committee in whose area the tournament is to be plaved.

Item (6) Shall provide eligibility blanks to each and every mem-
ber school in sufficient quantities to supply their needs
for the year. These blarks shall have space to include
name, exact date of birth, grade and other additional in-
formation for each individual reported on the eligibility
report.

Item (7) Shall pay to each District and Region Secretary-Treasurer
$5.00 per member school for the respective district or
region.

Item (8) Shall determire what approved interscholastic contests
and/or activitics may be held among member schools.
All contests and/or activities are forbidden to member
schools where suchk schools enter into contests and/or
activities for prizes, awards, ratings, etc., urless the spon-
sor of such contest and/or activity shall first secure ap-
proval to hold such contest and/or activity. Member
schools who enter such unapproved contests and/or ac-
tivities are to be penalized the same as for any other
breach of eligihility rules of the Association.

Sec. 5. Any private or boarding school may be classified as an
assnciate member with dues based on 50 per cent of its A. D. A.
The Georgia Industrial School is classified as an associate member
with dues based or 50% of its A. D. A. An associate member will
not be eligible to compete for any championship.

Any member school of the Association may schedule and may
play an associate membe: in any activity with the member school
plaving under high school eligibility rules and the associate mem-
ber using any of its pupils to which the member school might agree,
provided that such agreement be made in writing not less than ten
days prior to the game or contest,

Ary associate members who are members of the Mid-South As-
sociation will be permitied to enter any tournament or meet con-
ducted by that Association in accordance with its rules and regula-
tiors when that tournament o1 meet is confined to member schools
of the Mid-South Association.

A SCHOOL’S SERVICE AREA is defined as one from
which a school normally draws its pupils. Whenever
claim is made for eligibility of a pupil on the basis of
transfer into a school’s service area, it must be apparent
that the parents ci the pupil have moved from the area
usually served bty the school which he left arnd into the
second school’s service area.

A YEAR’S PLAY ccnstitutes the entering of competitive
play in a sport by a student in any manrer, either as a
substitute for just one play or more; or the playing of
the entire season as a regular player or the team.

POST-SEASON GAME—Any game played after the con-
clusion of the regular schedule shall be a post-season
game.

THE NORMAL SEMESTERS OR YEARS OF ENROLL-
MENT of a pupil in the last four grades of high school is
8 consecutive semesters or 4 consecutive years. A pupil
is ireligible for further participation in interscholastic
contests 8 consecutive semesters or 4 consecutive yvears
from date of first entrance or enrollment into grade 9.

GROSS RECEIPTS—In ary contest or tournament in
which the State Association receives a percentage of the
gross receipts, gross receipts shall be the total remain-
ing after State Szles Tax and Federal Excise Tax has
been deducted. Local service charges. stadium charges,
ete.,, are not deductible prior to the calculation of per-
centage of gate receipts.

7. SPECIAL RECGULATIONS.

POST-SEASON, BOWL, AND ALL-STAR GAMES.

No member school nor any of its pupils shall participate
in any post-season, “bowl,” or “all-star” game and/or
contest except with approval of the State Executive Com-
mittee in writing at least ter days prior to the playing of
such game or contest.

All so-called “All-Star” and/or “Bowl” games are pro-
hibited except v lere specific approval of the State Ex-
ecutive Committee is given when such contest is for the
benefit of a wcrthy charity or for educational purposes
within the High School Association. It shall be the duty
of the State Executive Committee to approve any chari-
table organization or to designate the educational pur-
pose for any authorized game and/or contest. Partici-
pation of any pupil in ary unauthorized game and/or
contest shall render that pupil ireligible for all further
participation.

The Executive Secretary-Treasurer is authorized to make
such investigation as may be necessary and to judge
whether or not a school has violated an eligibility rule.
If a school is adjudged guilty, the Executive Secretary-
Treasurer is authorized to direct the penalty or penalties.
Any school adjudged guilty may appeal in the manner
prescribed irn Article IV, Section 7 of the Constitution.

A school adjudged guilty must accept the ruling of the
Executive Secretary-Treasurer and pay any fire imposed
or take an appeal within ten days of the ruling.

SCHOOL PASSES—The State Executive Secretary-Treas-
urer shall issue to each member school a state pass for
the Superintendent, Principal, Band Director, and Athletic
Coaches of the school as listed on the informatior sheet
sent in by the school. The name of the person to whom the
pass is issued shall be written on the pass. The pass will
admit the person named and one other to any high school
game or contest in the State of Georgia. (NOTE: These
school passes are for the use of school personnel only and
are void if presented by any person other than the ore
named on the pass.)

HARDSHIP COMMITTEE—The Hardship Committee
shall be appointed by the State Presidert from the mem-
bership of the State Executive Committee, one member
coming from each class of schools with staggered terms.
Except for the eligibility rules in regards to age, normal
semesters and four years of play, the Hardship Commit-
tee shall have the authority to set aside the effect of
any eligibility rule upon an individual studert when in
its opinion the rule works an undue hardship upon that
student, provided such actiorn shall be the result of the
following procedure:

1. The Hardship Committee shall meet at the State
Office, Thomaston, Georgia, on September 4, September
27, November 15, and January 22 to consider requests to
have a rule or rules set aside for the benefit of individual
studerts and shall consider such requests at the four
meetings held for that purpose, but not at any other meet-
ings of the committee except that if conditions upon
which request is based develop after January 22, the
Executive Secretary-Treasurer is authorized to set a date
for a special meeting to be held at the State Office to con-
sider such case or cases. The Principals of all member
schools who have filed requests to have the effect of
rules set aside for individual students shall be notified of
the time of the meeting at which such requests will be

The relay team of a school in a track meet may be compos-
ed of any eligible pupils from that school, but after the
trials in a meet have been run, there may be no change in
the contestarts on that team for that respective meet.

In the State B and C Track Meet each district may have
two entries in each event. In the State AA and A Track
Meet each region may have three entries ir each event.

In any case in a district or region meet where there is a
tie in any event involving more contestants than the dis-
trict or region is entitled to enter in the State Meet, the
contest among the tied cortestants must be continued or
reheld until the representatives to the State Meet are
determined. In case of a tie in the original cortest the
points shall be divided equally among the tied contest-
ants.

The continued or reheld cortest shall carry no points.
In case of a tie in the State Meet, the tie shall stand, and
the points will be equally divided among the tied con-
testants,

Schools which firish 1st, 2nd, 3rd, and 4th in total points
in each classification in the State Meet will be awarded
trophies. The District or Region which scores the most
points in its classification in the State Meet will receive
the High Point District or Region trophy with such tro-
phy goirg to the high point school in the winning district
or region.

In the District or Regional Meets in the Shot Put, Discus
Throw, and Broad Jump events, the giving of qualifying
and final trials is optioral. If the District or Region
Executive Committee wishes to do so it may dispense
with the qualifying trials and allow each contestant in
any of these events orly three trials, only the best of
the three trials to count.

The order of events for both District, Regional, and State
Meets will be the order as set in the Track and Field
Guide for that type of meet.

The time schedule for District and Regional Meets shall
be giver to each school participating in the meet prior
to the start of the meet.
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
