From The Secretary’s Desk

This section of the Bulletin contains in summary form special
information.

TRANSFER TO ANOTHER REGION OR TO A HIGHER
CLASSIFICATION—Provision has been made that in a situation in
which a school wishes to change from one region to another or to
compete in a higher classification than that in which classified, that
the approval of the regions concerned and the State Executive
Secretary-Treasurer is necessary prior to such change. By direction
of the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer a school may also be
transferred.

CHANGES IN CONSTITUTION—Proposed amendments to the
Constitution must be submitted to the State Executive Secretary-
Treasurer in writing not later than October 31. Proposed changes
will be sent to the various regions by November 30. Action on
proposed changes in the Constitution may be made at the Fall meet-
ing as well as at the annual meeting in the Spring.

PROBATION—The term probation has been defined so that
in a situation where a school is placed on probation, the school
will be permitted to compete in regular season contests but will not
compete for any championships. This would mean, for example,
that if a school were placed on probation for the basketball season,
the school could play its regular schedule but could not participate
in any tournaments. If a school were placed on probation during
the football season, the school could play its schedule but even
if the record of the school were such to qualify it for the playoffs,
it could not participate in the playoffs.

STUDENT AND/OR PRACTICE TEACHERS—Clearification
has been made so that a student or practice teacher assigned to a
school in conjunction with a teacher training program of an insti-
tution of higher learning would be considered clear to coach or
direct pupil activities.

LIMITATION ON BASKETBALIL—Several important changes
have been made in the limitations on basketball. These are given
below:

1. The limit on the number of regular season games is twenty-
six.

2. No basketball practice may be held prior to September 22.

3. No basketball game may be played prior to October 20.

4. Spring basketball practice shall be limited to a period of
twenty-eight consecutive calendar days.

5. Only one game per week may be played on a night or a
day preceding a school day.

TIME OF CONTESTS—Schools are urged to start their games
and contests at such times that games and contests can be completed
early in order that pupils and spectators may return home early.
In football it is suggested that the starting time of games be set
at 7:30 pm—especially in the last half of the football season.

In basketball there are a number of factors that bring about
long drawn out games. It is suggested that some or a combination
of the following be used to get the pupils and spectators out of the
gyms earlier.

1. When more than one game is to be played, players com-
pleting a game should leave the court promptly and teams
playing the next game should come on the court promptly.
Practice time between games should be limited to ten or
twelve minutes.

2. Games should be started promptly at the time scheduled.
Lineup should be given to the scorer in advance as pro-
vided in basketball rules. Game officials should confer
with team captains in regards to choice of goal etc., at least
five minutes prior to scheduled time of game.

3. Timers and scorers should be instructed as to the proper
procedures for timing and scoring games. Prior to the
beginning of each quarter and in cases of charged time
outs, the timer should signal approximately 20 seconds
prior to the time play is to begin. This procedure will save
from five to ten minutes per game. Statistics kept on
tournament games show that with proper timing the over-
all time for a girls game from the start to the final whistle
should be one hour, and that for a boys game from five to
seven minutes over an hour. Improper and inefficient tim-
ing can drag out a game.

4. The amount of time between the first half and the second
half is set by rule as ten minutes. Teams should be on the
floor and ready to play ten minutes after the first half ends.
Any special events, special programs, etc., should be com-
pleted in time for play to begin at the end of the ten minute
interval.

STUDY OF ONE ACT PLAY AND DEBATES—A special corn-
mittee has been set up to study the One Act Plays and Debates.
This committee is to study the overall program of the One Act

Upon receipt of a request, accompanied by the necessary fee,
the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer will designate a visiting
examiner to check the records of the school concerned. The visit-
ing examiner checks the records and makes recommendation to
the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer who acts on the recom-
mendation.

DRESSING FACILITIES FOR FOOTBALL OFFICIALS —
Schools are urged to provide dressing space for football officials
separate from that used by players. Providing facilities for offic-
ials tends to avoid any unpleasant situation which might arise from
contact in the dressing rooms hetween players and officials. It
will also help to avoid unsportsmanlike action on the part of spec-
tators during the half and at the end of the game if officials have
facilities away from team and team followers.

ELIGIBILITY REPORTS—The procedure for the certification
of pupils has been simplified. Considerable work and time can
be saved for the school administrator and the state office if eligibil-
ity reports are properly filled out. Some of the items to which spec-
ial attention should be directed are:

1. Eligibility certificate—

a. Submit original and two carbons.

b. List in alphabetical order, last name first.

c. Separate report NOT required for each sport. After a
pupil has once been reported and cleared during the year,
no further report is needed to the State Office for that pupil
during the year.

d. Boys and girls may be listed on the same sheet.

e. Individual sheet should accompany eligibility -certificate
for each pupil being reported for the first time by the
school.

f. Signature of Superintendent or Prineipal is necessary.

2. Individual sheet—

a. File ONE sheet for each pupil who is being reported for the
first time. After an individual sheet has been filed by a
school no further individual sheet is necessary from that
school for the pupil.

b. List name of each pupil in full. Nickname can be placed
in parentheses after the name, Listing pupils as “Junior”
Jones or “Slim” Jones makes it difficult to identify the
pupil on future reports.

c. Give date of birth.

d. Be sure that the section showing date of completion of Sth
grade and first entrance into 9th grade is complete and
correct. This can affect the future eligibility of a pupil
very seriously.
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Constitution
ARTICLE I—Name of the Organization

This organization shall be known as the Georgia High School
Association.

ARTICLE II—Object of the Organization

The object of this organization shall be the promotion of educa-
tion in Georgia from a mental, physical, and moral viewpoint; to
promote the study of public speaking, to standardize and encourage
athletics, and to promote appreciation for music, homemaking and
other cultural arts through Region and State Contests.

ARTICLE III—Membership

Sec. 1. Schools Eligible for Membership—The Membership of
the Georgia High School Association shall consist only of white
senior high schools.

Sec. 2. Grouping of Membership By Size—The Membership
of the Association shall be divided into five groups as follows:

Class AAA. Composed of eligible high school with an adjusted
A. D. A. of 650 or more

Class AA. Composed of eligible high schools with an adjusted
A. D. A. from 400 to 650.

Class A, Composed of eligible high schools with an adjusted
A. D. A. from 300 to 400,

Class B. Composed of eligible high schools with an adjusted
A. D. A. from 200 to 300.

Class C. Composed of eligible high schools with an adjusted
A, D. A. of less than 200.

These membership classifications shall apply for purposes of
administration and competition.

Class AAA, Class AA, Class A and Class B schools will be group-
ed by regions for all competitions.

Class C schools will be grouped by regions for all competition;
however, the special football regions for Class C will be different
from Class C regions for all other competition.

For the 1958-59 and 1959-60 school years, schools are frozen
in the classification in which they were listed in 1957-58 unless:

(a) A.D.A. is 50 more than the maximum limit for Class B and
Class C and 100 more than the maximum limit for Class AA
and Class A, in which case the school or schools will be
moved to the classification according to their figure.
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tion must remain in the region to which transferred until schools
are reclassified on a statewide basis.

By direction of the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer a
school may be moved from one region to another.

Sec. 8. TRANSFER TO A HIGHER CLASSIFICATION —
Any eligible school which wishes to be transferred from a lower
to a higher classification may do so with the consent of the regions
concerned and the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer, provided
no rules are violated otherwise, and provided that the request for
transfer is made to the State Office within 30 days after notice of
reclassification has been made. A school may not move from a
higher to a lower classification.

Any school which moves from a lower to a higher classification
by application must remain in the higher classification until schools
are reclassified on a statewide basis.

By direction of the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer a
school may be moved from a lower to a higher classification.

Sec. 9. MEMBERSHIP IN ANOTHER ASSOCIATION — A
school is ineligible for membership in the Georgia High School
Association if it is or becomes a member of any association whose
Constitution and/or By-Laws conflict with those of the Georgia
High School Association.

ARTICLE IV—How Governed

Sec. 1. STATE OFFICERS—The state Officers of this Asso-
ciation shall consist of a President, a Vice-President, and an Execu-
tive Secretary-Treasurer., The officers and the Director of State
School Supervision shall be ex-officio members to the State Execu-
tive Committee and shall have the right to vote on all matters per-
taining to the operation of the Association. These with the mem-
bers elected from the Regions by the Class AAA, Class AA, Class A,
Class B, and Class C schools shall constitute the State Executive
Committee.

Sec. 2. BOARD OF TRUSTEES—Said Georgia High School
Association shall have a Board of Trustees (three in number) con-
sisting of the three persons holding the following State offices of
said Association to-wit: President, Vice-President, and Executive
Secretary-Treasurer, and their respective successors in office. Said
Board of Trustees shall receive and hold title to all real and per-
sonal property of said Association in trust for the benefit of said
Association and shall have general custody and administration of
such property with power and authority to lease, sell and convey
said property of said Association; provided however, said Board of

tion of the rules by exercising the full penalty for such violations
if it seems necessary.

Sec. 6. ELECTION OF OFFICERS

(a) A President and a Vice-President shall be elected as State
Association officers at the annual meeting of the Georgia High
School Association each year. Any person so elected shall be con-
nected with a member school in an administrative or instructional
capacity. In any case where a new president is elected, the retiring
president, if eligible to serve, shall be elected Vice-President.
The election and term of office of the Executive Secretary-Treasurer
shall be for a term of one to five yvears in the discretion of the
State Executive Committee, and the President and the Vice-Presi-
dent shall be authorized to execute a contract in the name of and
for the Georgia High School Association. Only members of the
State Executive Committee shall be entitled to vote in elections.
Should the President at any time hecome disqualified by death,
resignation, or otherwise, the Vice-President shall assume the office
immediately and shall act as President until the next annual elec-
tion.

(b) A President, a Vice-President, a Secretary-Treasurer :nd
from one to three region committeement shall be elected as officers
for each Class AA, Class A, Class B and Class C region at any Spring
meeting. Term of office shall be for two years. The even num-
bered regions shall elect in the even numbered calendar vears, and
the odd numbered regions shall elect in the odd numbered calendar
years.

(¢) A President and a Vice-President shall be elected as of-
ficers for Class AAA at the annual Spring meeting each yvear. Each
region of Class AAA shall elect a Region Chairman at any Spring
meeting. Term of office of Region Chairman shall be two yvears,
with the the numbered regions electing in the even numbered
calendar years and the odd numbered regions electing in the odd
numbered calendar years.

(d) State Executive Committee from each re gion
shall be elected for terms of three years at any Spring meeting
where there is a vacancy to be filled. Terms of the members of
the State Executive Committee shall be so arranged or staggered
that the terms of approximately one-third of the total number of
members shall expire each year. Each Region in Class AA, Class
A, Class B and Class C shall elect one member. Class AAA shall
elect one member from each region in Class AAA with such election
being made at the Spring meeting of the Class AAA. In any region
meeting each member school shall have one vote,
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have one vote in a State Executive Committee meeting. In any
case where a member of the State Executive Committee is unable
to attend a State Executive meeting, the Region President for Class
AA, Class A, Class B and Class C, or the Region Chairman for
Class AAA shall have the power to appoint some schoolman from
the membership of the region to represent the region at this particu-
lar meeting.

Sec. 9. AMEND CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS—It shall
take a two-thirds vote of the State Executive Committee to am=nd
the Constitution. A majority of votes shall be required to amend
the By-Laws. Changes shall not go into effect until the beginning
of the next school year. Any proposed changes in the Constitution
must be submitted to the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer in
writing by October 31. These proposed changes shall be submitted
by the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer to each Region Chair-
man in Class AAA and to each Region Secretary in Class AA, Class
A, Class B and Class C, not later than November 30,

Sec. 10. ANNUAL MEETING—The State Executive Commit-
tee of the Georgia High School Association shall meet in executive
session in May or June of each year on such date as may be des-
ignated by the State Executive Committee. The State Officers in
conference shall set the time and place of this annual meeting. n
addition to the annual meeting the State President shall call a mest-
ing in November, December, or January for the purpose of consider-
ing any matters that may be brought before the State Executive
Committee. In addition to these meetings, special meetings may be
called by the State President at any time or place provided that
written notice is given to all members of the committee at least
twenty-four hours prior to the time of meeting.

Sec. 11. FORFEITURE, SUSPENSION, PROBATION—The
State Executive Committee and/or the Region Executive Committee
and/or the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer have authority
to forfeit any games or events won by a school under its jurisdie-
tion and/or to suspend from membership in the Association any
school under its jurisdiction and/or to place on probation any
school under its jurisdiction on sufficient evidence of the violation
of the rules of the Association, with the provision that appeal may
be made in the manner presented in Article IV, Section 7. Suspen-
sion of membership may be made to a maximum of twelve months.

ARTICLE V—General Provisions

Sec. 1. REPORTS.
(a) The Superintendent or Principal of each member school
shall make reports to Region and State Secretaries at the time pre-
scribed in the By-Laws and in the manner called for, and also such
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By-Laws

Sec. 1. A student is eligible to represent his or her school of
all classifications, unless otherwise noted, in interscholastic con-
tests:

Item (1) Who is a regular student taking four units of work.

Item (2) Who meets the requirement of the normal semesters or
years of enrollment. (See Section 6, Item 10 of Defini-
tions.)

Item (3) Who is not a special student.

Item (4) Who has passed in three unit subjects or their equiv-
alent the previous semester. (Previous semester means
the semester immediately preceding participation.)

Item (5) Who has been in attendance within 25 calendar days
of the beginning of the respective semester.

Item (6) Who is an amateur.

Item (7) Who is not playing on a school team and some other
team during the same period of time. Period of time
means from the time a pupil reports out for the school
team until the end of the season in that sport. (This
means that a pupil is free to play with an independent
team so long as the pupil has not reported out for the
school team, but when a pupil reports out for the school
team, the pupil cannot play from then on to the end of
the sports season with any one except the school team.)

NOTE: A pupil who has represented his school in basketball may
not participate in any basketball game after the end of
the season. See Special Regulations, Section 7, Item 8.

Item (8) Whose deportment satisfies the requirements of the
school authorities.

Item (9) Who is not a four-yvear or a senior high school graduate.
(Note: A pupil who has met the graduation requirements
of his high school and who is qualified for graduation is
considered a graduate.)

Item (10) Who has not played four years of high school competi-
tion in that sport or event.

Item (11) Who has not attained his or her 19th birthday prior to
May 1st.

Item (12) Who is not a migrant pupil of less than a year's standing.

Item (13) Who has not participated in any unauthorized game or
contest.

Item (14) Who has not signed any professional athletic contract.

Item (15) Who has not received any expenses to nor participated in
any professional tryout.

Must abide by all rules of the State organization and also
the Region organization when the rules of the Region
organization are not in conflict with the rules of the
State organization.

Shall not play an independent team or a team of some
other school not a member of this or some allied organiza-
tion. Exceptions:

1. Member schools may schedule and play junior high
schools.

2. Member schools may schedule and play amateur base-
ball teams provided that there is no objection on the
part of the school authorities where the independent
team is located and that in no case will an independ-
ent team use any boy enrolled in a high school if
there is objection by local school authorities.

3. Member schools may participate in interscholastic
contests with member schools of a private non-state
association provided that all transfer pupils of the
member school of the private school association be
eligible only after a full year’s attendance at the pri-
vate school concerned.

4. Member schools may schedule and may play a college
freshman team, a college “B” team, or a Junior Col-
lege team in any sport.

Must make out complete eligibility papers which shall
consist of ORIGINAL and TWO CARBON COPIES of the
Eligibility Certificate (Form E-2) and an Individual Sheet
(Form E-1) for each player on the eligibility certificate
for whom no individual sheet has previously been filed
and forward to the STATE EXECUTIVE SECRETARY-
TREASURER at least TEN DAYS before the first game
or contest. The Executive Secretary-Treasurer will re-
turn to the school one of the carbons certified under seal
of the Georgia High School Association.

Each game played prior to the proper filing of the
eligibility report shall be forfeited and in addition there-
to, a fine of $10.00 shall be levied against the school for
delayed eligibility list; payments of fine or fines for any
delayed eligibility report shall be made to the Executive
Secretary-Treasurer, Failure to pay such fine shall pro-
hibit the school from entering any contest. Deadline
for payment of fine shall be ten days from notification
date. The Executive Secretary-Treasurer is authorized
and directed to suspend from membership any school
which fails to file eligibility report. The Executive

week and shall allow no pupil to participate in any sport
in a combination of games as a varsity player, B squad,
junior varsity, etc., greater than the game limit set for
that sport season.

Shall provide strict physical examination by a competent
physician of each and every contestant at the beginning
of each season in each sport.

Must fill out blanks prepared by the State Office for
Region Literary Meet at least one week before the event
and forward same to Region Secretary.

Shall not enter any basketball tournament other than
Region or State elimination series unless such tourna-
ment has been approved by the State Executive Secre-
tary-Treasurer,

Shall not allow its football team to engage in any inter-
school practice and/or serimmage in football.

Shall not cancel any game contract that has been proper-
ly executed without the agreement and consent of the
other school concerned. Any school failing to carry out
a game contract shall be suspended for one full calendar
year. (This means that if a cancellation should be made
on the last game of a football schedule, that the suspen-
sion would continue up to and include the corresponding
date of the next calendar year.)

Shall not compete in any interstate tournament or meet
in which three or more schools participate, nor in any in-
terstate contest between two schools which involves a
round trip exceeding 600 miles, unless such event has
been sanctioned by all interested state associations
through the National Federation of State High School
Athletic Associations.

Shall not permit any of its teams or players to participate
in any post-season game or contest or in any so called
“Bowl or All-Star” game or contest, except where specific
authorization has been given by the State Executive Coin-
mittee.

Shall not permit any of its students to represent the
school in any interscholastic activity unless such partici-
pants meet the eligibility requirements of the Georgia
High School Association. (Exception—Music Festivals.)
Shall not permit any. of its students to represent *he
school in any interscholastic contest and/or activities
unless such activity and/or contest has been approved
by the Georgia High School Association.
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
