several problems have occurred in the making of football schedules
as some schools would have their schedules completed hefore schools
in a nearby region held their meeting. To eliminate any problems
in this matter, a definite date has been set for all regions to meet
for the purpose of making and completing region football schedules.
The second Saturday in January 1960 has heen set as the date for
each region to meet. On this date each region is to meet and make
its region schedule for the next two years. No school should have
any football contracts in effect at present extending beyond the
Fall of 1959, as notice was given several years ago for schools to
adjust their football contracts so that no contract would extend
bevond the odd calendar year ending a classification period. In
any case where a school may have made either a written or verbal
foothall contract extending bevond 1959 such is subject to cancella-
tion to make way for a region game.

SPRING SPORTS COMMITTEE—A special committee was
appointed last year to study the Spring Sports Program. The com-
mittee held several meetings and sent out a comprehensive ques-
tionnaire to all schools and to all heads of school systems. The
committee reported to the State Executive Committee that it had
made a very thorough study of the situation and that there is not
any decided statewide opinion to make any material changes in
the Spring Sports Program except in baseball. The committee
recommended that the number of regular season baseball games be
reduced to 16. The recommendation was adopted and beginning
with the baseball season in the Spring of 1960 the limit for the num-
ber of regular season baseball games will be 16. This does not
include any region or state tournament or playoff games.

DEBATE AND ONE ACT PLAY COMMITTEE—After a
thorough study of the returns on a state wide questionnaire the
committee on Debate and One Act Play made the following recom-
mendations which were adopted:

(1) That in the One Act Plays the only properties that may
be used will consist of bare tables, chairs, and benches.

(2) That in the ballot in debate there will be a change made
to provide that the total percentage score on each ballot
will determine which team will receive the point for
that ballot.

(3) That contestants in debate will wear no identification
such as school letters or specially lettered coats ete.

The limit on scenery is to be just as stated: no properties other
than those indicated may be used. This eliminates completely all
hand properties,

number of schools participating in Auto Driving contest, the contest
has been eliminated on region and state level. Pupils who wish to
enter the Jay Cees Rodeo are free to do so without any affect on
their high school eligibility.

LIFE TIME PASSES—The matter of a region awarding a life
time pass to an individual good for admission to all events in that
region was presented. The State Executive Committee directed
that no such type of pass be issued on a statewide or a region
basis as it has too many possible complications and difficulties.
This action does not in any way affect the right of an individual
school to issue such passes as it may see fit to its own home games
on a game basis, season basis or life time basis.

DEADLINE TO NOTIFY OF ENTRY IN TRACK—Due to the
fact that it is necessary to make considerable plans in advance for
region track meets as for any other region events, a deadline has
been set for notification of entry in track. In any case where a
school plans to enter the region track meet it must notify in
writing its region Secretary in Class A, A, B, and C and its region
Chairman in Class AAA not lat»r than April 1. At least ten days
prior to the region track meet notification must be given to the reg-
ion of the events which the school will enter and the names of the
contestants in the respective events. A substitution or change may
be made prior to the event.

OFFICIALS RIGISTRATION CARDS—The cards issued to
officials indicate the rzting that the officials hold. In some areas
these cards are honored for admission and in some areas they are
not. While individual schools have the right to honor any cards
that they may see fit, there will be a statement on the officials card
that they are for rating only and not good for admission.

BASEBALL PROGRAM AND RECLASSIFICATION STUDY—
A special committee has been apnointed to study the situation in
regards to baseball and the reclassification problems in all areas ex-
cept football. The reason for eliminating football from considera-
tion by this committee is that another special committee has been
set up to work with football to report early in the Fall. The com-
mittee to study baseball and reclassification is as follows:

ENRICHED AND ACCELERATED PROGRAMS—A special
committee has been set up to study the affect on eligibility of en-
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ORAL INTERPRETATION AND DEBATE WORKSHOP—The
Department of Speech and Drama, University of Georgia, will hold
its second annual workshop in oral interpretation and debate on
Saturday, November 21, 1959. This is a one-day program starting
at nine in the morning. Those who can plan to arrive Friday even-
ing, November 20, may attend the University theatre production as
guests of the University.

The workshop program will include a demonstration debate,
small group instruction and discussion projects and lectures. The
nature of the program makes it necessary to limit enrollment to
about fifteen schools. Schools interested in participating are in-
vited to write directly to Dr. Leighton Ballew or Mr. Arthur Fear,
Department of Speech and Drama, University of Georgia, Athens,
Georgia.

MUSIC FESTIVAL DATES—The Georgia Music Educators As-
sociation has recommended two changes in the music festival pro-
gram:

(1) That additional days b= used for the programs
(2) That the programs not be held on Saturdays.

The dates for the Music Festivals as listed below have been
approved for the school year 1959-60 with the recommendation that
the schedule of events be so arranged to hold as many as possible
in late afternoon and night to eliminate school absences.

TIME OF CONTESTS—Schools are urged to start their games
and contests at such time that games and contests can be completed
early in order that pupils and spectators may return home early.
In football it is suggested that the starting time of games be set
at 7:30 pm—especially in the last half of the football season.

In basketball considerable progress was made last year in
getting games started on time and operated efficiently. There are
a number of factors that bring about long drawn out basketball

ELIGIBILITY REPORTS—The procedure for the certification
of pupils has been simplified. Considerable work and time can
be saved for the school administrator and the state office if eligibil-
ity reports are properly filled out. Some of the items to which spec-
ial attention should be directed are:

1. Eligibility certificate—

Submit original and two carbons.
List in alphabetical order, last name first.

Separate report NOT required for each sport. After a
pupil has once been reported and cleared during the year,
no further report is needed to the State Office for that pupil
during the year.

Boys and girls mayv be listed on the same sheet.

Individual sheet should accompany eligibility certificate
for each pupil being reported for the first time by the
school.

Signature of Superintendent or Principal is necessary.

2. Individual sheet—

File ONE sheet for each pupil who is being reported for the
first time. After an individual sheet has been filed by a
school no further individual sheet is necessary from that
school for the pupil.

List name of each pupil in full. Nickname can be placed
in parentheses after the name. Listing pupils as “Junior”
Jones or “Slim” Jones makes it difficult to identify the
pupil on future reports.

Give date of birth.

Be sure that the section showing date of completion of &th
grade and first entrance into 9th grade is complete and
correct. This can affect the future eligibility of a pupil
very seriously.

In case a pupil being certified for the first time is above
the 9th grade level, be sure to fill in the attendance record
by years to show where and when in each grade beginning
with 9th.

In any. situation in which a-pupil is a transfer to your
school from some other high school, use the space at the
bottom of the page to indicate the situation in regards to
the transfer. Quite frequently this will save considerable
correspondence.
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(b)Y A.D.A. is under the classification minimum for that class,
in which case the school or schools will be permitted
to return to the classification indicated by their figure.

(¢) A request to move to a higher classification or a different
region is approved in accordance with general regulations.

Sec. 3. GROUPING—HOW DETERMINED—The classifica-
tion of schools into various groups shall be based on the average
Daily Attendance (A. D. A.) secured from the State Department of
Education of July 1st annual report. The A. D. A. report at the
classification period shall be used as a basis to determine the classi-
fication of a school for a two-vear period. In case of a consolida-
tion at a classification period the A. D. A. of the schools consoli-
dated shall be combined to determine the classification. The ad-
justed A. D. A. shall be calculated as follows:

a. The four-year high school shall be used as a base and for

a three-year high school 1/3 shall be added to the A. D. A.
to determine classification figure.

h.  The double sex school (co-ed) shall be used as a base, and
for a single sex school the A. D. A. shall be doubled to
determine classification figure.

(Note: Classification for the school years 1958-59 and 1959-60 is
based on the A. D. A. reports for the school year 1956-57.
The next reclassification will be based on the reports for
the school year 1958-59 and will become effective in the
school year 1960-61.

Sec. 4. GROUPING OF MEMBERSHIP BY REGIONS—AIl
Class AAA, Class AA, Class A, Class B, and Class C schools shall
be members of the Region organization in which they are located.
Region boundaries shall he determined by the State Executive Com-
mittee at each classification period.

Sec. 5. COLLEGES—Junior Colleges and preparatory depart-
ments of colleges are ineligible for membership in this Association.

Sec. 6. JUNIOR HIGH SCHOOLS—Junior High Schools are
ineligible for membership in this Association.

Sec. 7. TRANSFER FROM A REGION—Any eligible school
which wishes to be transferred to membership in a neighboring
region may do so with the consent of the regions concerned and
the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer, provided no rules are
violated otherwise, and provided that the request for transfer of
membership is made to the State Office within 30 days after
notification of reclassification has been made.

Any school which moves from one region to another by applica-
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Trustees shall not sell or convey any real property so held by them
in trust for said Association without first being authorized to do
so by a majority vote of the State Executive Committee of said
Association at a meeting duly called for such purpose.

Sec. 3. STATE APPEAL BOARD—The State Appeal Board
shall be composed of five members elected by the State Executive
Committee. The members of this Board shall be selected from the
various classifications of schools with each classification being
represented. The term of each member of the State Appeal Board
shall be for three years and terms shall be so staggered that not
more than two members’ terms will expire in the same year.

Sec. 4. REGION OFFICERS.

(a) Each Class AA, Class A, Class B and Class C Region shall
elect a President, a Vice-President, a Secretary-Treasurer, and from
one to three other committeemen. No two shall be from the same
school, and any person, so elected shall be connected with a mem-
ber school in an administrative or instructional capacity. These
officers together with any member of the State Executive Commit-
tee from the Region shall compose the Executive Committee in
their region.

(b) Class AAA shall elect a President and a Vice President.
These together with the Chairman elected by each region and the
members of the State Executive Committee from Class AAA shall
compose the Executive Committee for Class AAA. No two shall be
from the same school and any person so elected shall be connected
with a member school in an administrative or instructional capac-
ity. This committee may designate one member from their com-
mittee to act as recording secretary and treasurer. The State
Executive Secretary-Treasurer shall act as Secretary for Class AAA,

(¢) Any member of the State Executive Committee who is
not an elected member of his Region Executive Committee, shall
be an added member of his respective Region Executive Committee,
The provision that only one member of the Region Executive Com-
mittee may come from the same schocl will apply only to the mem-
bers elected by the Region, and in any case where the State Execu-
tive Committee member in a Region is from the same school as an
elected member, such shall not bar eithzr from serving.

Sec. 5. DUTIES OF OFFICERS—The duties of the various
officers and committees shall be those usually devolving upon such
officers and committees. It is specifically the duty of the State
Executive Committee, and the Region Executive Committee to
seek at all times to educate the school officials under their jurisdic-
tion and at the same time to check vigorously any practice or viola-
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(NOTE: This section does not make the Region President
or Region Chairman the automatic representative to the
State Executive Committee, neither does it bar the election of any
region officers to membership on the State Executive Committee.)

(e) Vacancies occuring on a Region Committee shall be filled
by the Committee until the next meeting of the Region. Vacancies
occuring on the State Executive Committee shall be filled by the
Region Committee until the next meeting of the Region concerned.

Sec. 7. AUTHORITY.

(a) The State Executive Secretary-Treasurer shall be authoriz-
ed to interpret rules with authority to impose the proper penalty.

(b) All questions of eligibility, or of any other matter subject
to investigation, must first he submitted to the State Executive
Secretary-Treasurer, who shall make a ruling thereon after hearing
and/or examining the evidence of both sides and/or other party or
parties concerned with authority to impose the proper penalty. If
either the defendant or the plaintiff is not satisfied with the de-
cision, appeal may then be made to the State Appeal Board through
the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer. In the event that State
Executive Secretary-Treasurer fails to act within one week, an ap-
peal may then be made direct to the State Appeal Board either
through the State President or the State Secretary-Treasurer. Afier
hearing and/or examining the evidence submitted by both sides
and/or other party or parties concerned the State Appeal Board
shall render a decision in the matter. If either party is still
dissatisfied with the decision or if the State Appeal Board fails
to act within one week, either party may appeal to the State
Executive Committee through the State Executive Secretary-Treas-
urer provided the party or parties appealing shall pay the entire ex-
penses of the State Executive Committee when called together
for this purpose. The State Executive Committee shall then hear
and/or examine the evidence submitted by both sides and/or other
parties concerned and render a decision. This last appeal shall be
final and anyone seeking redress through any other channel shall
forfeit their membership in the Georgia High School Association
for a minimum period of one calendar vear. No other method
of appeal shall be held valid and any appeal must begin with
the first step outlined and not eliminate any step until reaching the
final court of appeal, the State Executive Committee. In any
case where the decision by the State Executive Committee is in
favor of the appealing party or parties the State Executive Com-
mittee may charge the expense of the meeting to the Georgia High
School Association and reimburse the appealing party or parties.

Sec. 8. VOTE—Each school shall have one vote in a Region
meeting and each member of the State Executive Committee shall
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other reports as may he requested by Region Committee, State
Executive Committee or State Executive Secretary-Treasurer.

(b) The Secretary of each Region, or his representative shall
make a written report of the financial condition of his region or-
ganization and on all activities in his region, naming champions in
basketball and track, if any be declared by region and all other
region activities to the State Executive Committee at the annual
meeting.

(¢) All reports of a Region Secretary or Region Chairman
concerning entries in the State Basketball tournaments and the
State Meet or concerning any routine matter pertaining to the Geor-
gia High School Association shall be addressed to the State Execu-
tive Secretary-Treasurer. These reports shall be filed in the State
Office for future reference.

Sec. 2. CONTESTS—Each region may hold annual contests
in declamation, music, debate, spelling, essay, home economics,
athletics, typing, shorthand, agriculture, and other forms of con-
tests which may be authorized by the State Executive Committee
calculated to promote the cause of education on dates to be an-
"nounced in this Bulletin under the rules governing the State and
‘Regional Meets, Schools will compete in their own classification
in State and Regional meets. Winners in these Regional meets may
be sent to the State Meet in both athletic and literary events.

Sec. 3. TREASURER—The Treasurer of each region is re-
quired to make an itemized statement of the income and outgo of
all funds to the Region Executive Committee. The State Executive
Secretary-Treasurer is required to make a similar statement to the
State Executive Committee. When a new Treasurer is elected, any
balance must be turned over to the new officer immediately.

Sec. 4. OFFICE—The permanent office of the Georgia High
School Association shall be the office of the State Executive Secre-
tary-Treasurer. From this office shall be sent out bulletins and
all other routine blanks and forms. Requests for such material shall
be addressed to the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer. The per-
son in charge of the State Office shall have charge of making all
arrangements for holding and conducting the State Meets and Tour-
naments.
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Item (16) Who is listed on a properly certified eligibility list.
Sec. 2. A school to be eligible to participate in interscholastic
contests in this Association:

Item (1) Shall be a member of the Georgia High School Associa-
tion.

Item (2) Shall be a white senior high school.

Item (3) DMust pay annual dues to the State Executive Secretary-
Treasurer. It is the responsibility of the individual
school to see that dues reach the State Executive Secre-
tary-Treasurer. Dues paid on or before October 15 will
be 20c per pupil A. D. A. as based on the report made to
the State Department of Education for the previous year,
with the minimum dues for any school being $15.00.
Dues paid after Oct. 15 will be 22c¢ per pupil A.D.A. as
based on the report made to the State Department of
Education for the previous year, with minimum dues for
any school being $16.50. After October 1st, no school is
eligible to participate in any contest until its membership
dues for the current year are paid.

Item (4) Shall be governed by person or persons who believe in
fairness and honesty, an evidence of which shall be the
strict observance of all rules and regulations in regards
to eligibility of contestants representing their school.

Item (5) Must not have been disqualified as a member school for-
violation of the Constitution or By-Laws within one year.

Item (6) Must operate all inter-school contests and activities un-
der direct and complete control of the school administra-
tion or designated school personnel. Responsibilities re-
lated to such things are not to be delegated by the board
of education, superintendent, or principal, to any person
or persons, other than regular members of the school
staff. This control shall include the handling of all fi-
nance, including capital outlay; the purchase of equip-
ment and supplies; and the employment and payment of
salaries to all personnel connected with the activity.

Item (7) Shall employ no athletic coach, nor use anyone on iis
athletic coaching staff who is not a full-time teacher, cer-
tified by the State Department of Education, and receives
his or her entire pay from the Board of Education that
employs him or her. (A coach not employed by the
Board of Education but who lives in the community and
earns his living in some other manner but gives his time
to the school is strictly in violation of this rule.)

NOTE: A regular practice or student teacher may be used as
a coach.
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
