The State final play offs will begin on June 7, 1962. Play offs may
begin at an earlier or at a later date by agreement of the schools
concerned.

CROSS COUNTRY—The State Cross Country meet will be held
as an open meet to schools of all classifications. To compete in the
Cross Country a school must enter a full team of contestants.

NOTIFICATION OF ENTRY IN SPECIAL STATE EVENTS—
Notification of entry in Cross Country, Swimming, Wrestling, and
Golf AA, A, B and C must be made in writing to the State Office by
the deadline given in the section regarding each of these events.
In the past there has been some confusion with notification being
made to the State Office or to the Chairman of the event.

FILING OF HARDSHIP CASES—In order for a case to be
considered by the Hardship Committee complete information must
be filed in writing at least ten days prior to the meeting of the
Committee. Postmark date will be considered as time of filing, An
early filing enables a definite schedule to be set and avoids loss of
time for those presenting their case. Complete information is
necessary as the Committee may not be able to act on what might
be a good case if all materials were complete. An early filing date
will make it possible to notify the Secretary of a region of any school
in the Region filing a case.

REGION RECOMMENDATIONS TO STATE EXECUTIVE
COMMITTEE—In order for a recommendation from a Region to
be considered by the State Executive Committee, such recommen-
dation must be filed in writing by the Region Secretary with the™"
State Executive Secretary Treasurer at least ten days prior to the
meeting of the State Executive Committee.

BAND DAY UNIVERSITY OF GEORGIA—The University of
Georgia Band Day will be October 7, 1961. Bands interested in at-
tending are invited to contact Mr. Roger L. Dancz, Director, The
Dixie Redcoat Band, University of Georgia, Athens, Georgia. Invi-
tations are conditional that all travel by bands will be confined to
October 7. No band may spend Friday or Saturday night enroute
to or in Athens.

ORAL INTERPRETATION AND DEBATE WORKSHOP—
The Department of Speech and Drama, University of Georgia, will
hold its Fourth Annual Debate and Interpretation Workshop cn
Saturday, November 18, 1961. This is a one day program starting
at 9:00 A. M.

INVITATION DEBATES—In order to create more interest in
Debate, two invitation debates have been sanctioned.

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ELIGIBILITY REPORTS—The procedure for the certification
of pupils has been simplified. Considerable work and time can be
saved for the school administrator and the State Office if eligibility
reports are properly filled out. Some of the items to which specific
attention should be directed are:

Separate report is NOT required for each sport. After a
pupil has once been reported and cleared during the
yvear, no further report is needed in the State Office for
that pupil during the year.

Boys and girls may be listed on the same sheet.
Individual sheet should accompany eligibility certificate
for each pupil being reported for the first time by the
school.

Signature of Principal or Superintendent is necessary.

2. Individual Sheet—

File ONE sheet for each pupil who is being reported
for the first time. After an individual sheet has been
filed from a school no further individual sheet is neces-
sary from that school for the pupil.

List name of each pupil in full. Nickname can be
placed in parentheses after the name. Listing pupil
as “Junior” Jones or “Slim” Jones makes it difficult to
identify pupil on future reports, o

Give date of birth.

Be sure that the section showing date of completion
of 8th grade and first entrance into 9th grade is com-
plete and correct. This can affect very ser.-.sly the
future eligibility of a pupil.

In case a pupil being certified for the first time is above
9th grade level, be sure to fill in the attendance record
by years to show where and when in each grade '»:gin-
ning with 9th. Be sure this attendance recoru is in
agreement with the section showing date of first en-
trance into grade 9.

If any situation in which a pupil is a transfer to your
school from some other high school, it is necessarv for
you to file an individual sheet for that pupil from
vour school. Use the space at the bottom of the indi-
vidual sheet to indicate the situation in regards to the
transfer. Quite frequently this will save considerable
correspondence.

only type of coaching permitted from the sideline will be the use
of a signal from the bench by coach or player making a “T" with
hands or fingers to indicate that a time out is desired. This signal
may be made seated or standing. This is a signal to the team or
team captain indicating that the coach wishes a time out. Other
than this signal, there will be no coaching from the sideline.

TERMINATION TIME FOR REGULAR SEASON BASKET-
BALL GAMES—AII regular season basketball games must be termi-
nated not later than 10:00 P. M. Game officials are instructed to
stop a game at deadline time with the team ahead at the deadline
time declared the winner. When there is a foul committed prior
to the deadline time, the team entitled to the free throw or throws
shall be given the opportunity to attempt throw or throws even if
such attempt is after the deadline time,

SANCTION FOR INVITATION TRACK MEET OR RELAYS—
Attention is called to the regulation which requires that sanction be
secured from the State Office for any Track Meet if:

1. More than four schools participate.

2. More than two schools participate and any one school
travels a distance greater than 50 miles one way.

3. More than two schools participate and any one school is
out of the State of Georgia.

LIMITATION OF EVENTS IN SWIMMING—Attention is call-
ed to the National Swimming Rules which limit a contestant to two
and only two events.

MIGRATORY RULE CHANGE—A change has been made in the
migratory rule whereby a pupil who returns from a private school
to a public school in the area of his parents residence will be clear
provided such return is made at and not later than the beginning
of the following school year. This change applies only to a pupil
returning from a private to a publie school. It does not apply to a
pupil of high school level in a private school when such pupil has
not previously transferred from a high school grade in a public
school to a private school. Special provision is made as to time of
transfer. In order to be clear the transfer must be made at the
beginning of the school year following the transfer to the private
school.

HAND PROPERTIES—Considerable difficulty was encountered
in regards to the hand properties in the One Act Play. A definition
of hand properties was sent to each Region. Kach Region determ-
ined on the bhasis of the definition which properties in its One Act
Plays were hand properties. This same procedure will be follow-
ed this year. In making the report of the winners to the State Off-
ice, the Region will list the hand properties which it has approved.

Constitution
ARTICLE I—Name of the Organization

This organization shall be known as the Georgia High School
Association.

ARTICLE IT—Object of the Organization

The object of this organization shall be the promotion of educa-
tion in Georgia from a mental, physical, and moral viewpoint; to
promote the study of public speaking, to standardize and encourage
athletics, and to promote appreciation for music, homemaking and
other cultural arts through Region and State Contests.

ARTICLE ITI—Membership

Sec. 1. SCHOOLS ELIGIBLE FOR MEMBERSHIP

The Membership of the Georgia High School Association shall
consist only of white senior high schools.

Sec. 2. GROUPING OF MEMBERSHIF BY SIZE

a. The Membership of the Association shall be divided into
five groups as follows:

Class AAA—Composed of eligible high schools with an adjusted
A.D.A. of 750 or more.

Class AA—Composed of eligible high schools with an adjusted
A.D.A. from 500 to 750.

Class A—Conmpesed of eligible high schools with an adjusted
A.D.A. from 350 to 500.

Class B—Composed of eligible high schools with an adjusted
A.D.A. from 250 to 350,

Class C—Composed of eligible high schools with an adjusted
A.D.A. of less than 250.

b. These classifications shall apply for purposes of adminis-
tration and competition,

c. Class AAA, Class AA, Class A and Class B schools shall
be grouped by regions for all competition.

d. Class C schools shall be grouped by regions for all compe-
tition; however, the football regions for Class C may be different
from Class C regions in other competition.

Sec. 3. GROUPING—HOW DETERMINED

a. Classification of schools shall be based on the Average
Daily Attendance (A.D.A.) secured from the July 1 annual report
of the State Department of Education. The A.D.A. repori at the
classification period shall be used to determine the classification
of a school for a two-year period.
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i.e., the Principal and the Superintendent, and approved by the
respective Board of Education.

Sec. 8. TRANSFER TO A HIGHER CLASSIFICATION

a. A member school desiring transfer from a lower to a higher
classification may do so with the consent of the regions concerned
and with the approval of the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer
provided no rules are otherwise violated, and provided that the
request for transfer is made to the State Office within 30 days after
notice of reclassification has been made.

b. A school that changes classification by application must
remain in the higher classification until schools are reclassified on
a statewide basis.

¢. A school may be moved from a lower to a higher classifica-
tion by direction of the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer.

d. A request to move from a lower to a higher classification
must be made over the signature of the school’'s administrative
authorities, i.e.,, the Principal and Superintendent, and approved
by the respective Board of Education.

e. No school may move from a higher to a lower classification.

Sec. 9. MEMBERSHIP IN ANOTHER ASSOCIATION

A school is not eligible for membership in the Georgia High
School Association if it is or becomes a member of an association
whose Constitution and/or By-Laws are in conflict with the Con-
stitution and/or By-Laws of the Georgia High School Association.

ARTICLE IV—How Governed
Sec. 1. STATE OFFICERS

The State Officers of this Association shall consist of a Presi-
dent, a Vice-President, and an Executive Secretary-Treasurer.

Sec. 2. STATE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

a. Membership of the State Executive Committee shall be
composed of the State Officers, the Director of State School Super-
vision and one member elected from each region in Class AAA,
Class AA, Class A, Class B, and Class C. Each member shall have
the right to vote on all matters pertaining to the operation of the
Association.

b. Terms of office for members of the State Executive Com-
mittee elected by the regions shall be so arranged or so staggered
that the terms of approximately one-third of the total number of
members shall expire each year.

¢. When a member of the State Executive Committee is
unable to attend a State Executive Committee meeting, the Presi-
dent of the region shall have the power to appoint an eligible mem-
ber of the region concerned to represent the region at that meeting.
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Sec. 6. DUTIES OF OFFICERS

The duties of the various officers and committees shall be those
usually devolving upon such officers and committees. It is specifi-
cally the duty of the State Executive Committee and the Region
Executive Committees to seek at all time to educate the school
officials under their jurisdiction, and at the same time to check
vigorously any practice or violation of the rules by exercising the
full penalty for such violations if it is deemed necessary.

Sec. 7. ELECTION OF OFFICERS

a. A President and a Vice-President shall be elected as State
Association officers at the annual meeting of the Georgia High
School Association. Any person so elected shall be connected with
a member school in an administrative or instructional capacity.
When a new President is elected, the retiring President, if eligible
to serve, shall be elected Vice-President.

b. The election and term of office of the Executive Secretary-
Treasurer shall be for a term of one to five years at the discretion
of the State Executive Committee and the President and the Vice-
President of the Georgia High School Association shall be authoriz-
ed to execute a contract in the name of and for the Georgia High
School Association.

¢. Only members of the State Executive Committee shall be
entitled to vote in elections.

d. Should the President become disqualified by death, resigna-
tion, or otherwise, the Vice-President shall assume the office im-
mediately and shall act as President until the next annual election

e. A President, a Vice-President, a Secretary-Treasurer and
from one to three region committeemen shall be elected as officers
for each Class AAA, Class AA, Class A, Class B, and Class C region
at any Spring meeting. Term of office shall be for two years. The
even numbered regions shall elect in the even numbered calendar
years, and the odd numbered regions shall elect in the odd num-
bered calendar years. Any vacancy occurring on a Region Commit-
tee shall be filled by the Region Committee until the next meeting
of the Region.

f. The State Executive Committee member from each region
shall be elected at any Spring meeting when there is a vacancy to
be filled and any person so elected shall be connected with a member
school in an administrative or instructional capacity. The term of
office shall be for a period of three years. Any vacancy occurring
on the State Executive Committee shall be filled by the Region
Committee until the next meeting of the Region concerned.

Sec. 8. AUTHORITY _
a. The State Executive Secretary-Treasurer shall be authoriz-

Sec. 10. AMEND CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS

a. It shall take a two-thirds vote of the State Executive Com-
mittee to amend the Constitution. )

b. A majority of votes shall bé required to amend the By-Laws.

c¢. Changes shall not go into effect until the beginning of the
next school year.

d. Proposed changes in the Constitution must be submitted to
the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer in writing on or before
October 31. These proposed changes shall be submitted by the
State Executive Secretary-Treasurer to each Region Secretary not
later than November 30.

Sec. 11. ANNUAL MEETING

a. The State Executive Committee of the Georgia High School
Assoéiation shall meet in executive session in May or June of each
year on such date as may be designated by the State Executive
Committee. The State Officers in conference shall set the time
and place of this annual meeting.

b. In addition to ‘the annual meeting the State President
shall call a meeting in November, December, or January for the
purpose of considering any matters that may be brought before
the State Executive Committee.

¢. In addition to these meetings, special meetings may be
called by the State President at any time or place provided that
written notice is given to all members of the State Executive Com-
mittee at least twenty-four hours prior to the time of meeting.

Sec. 12. FORFEITURE, SUSPENSION, PROBATION

The State Executive Committee and/or the Region Executive
Committee and/or the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer have
authority on sufficient evidence of the violation of rules of the
Association to forfeit any games or events won by a school under
its jurisdiction and/or to suspend from membership in the Associa-
tion any school under its jurisdiction and/or to place on probation
any school under its jurisdiction with the provision that appeal
may be made in the manner presented in Article IV, Section 8.
Suspension of membership may be made to a max1mum of twelve
months. -

ARTICLE V—General Provisions
Sec. 1. REPORTS ;
a. The Superinténdent or Principal of each member school
shall make reports to Region and State Secretaries at the time pre-
scribed in the By-Laws and in the manner called for, ‘and also such

other reports as may be requested by the Region Committee, State
Executive Committee or State Executive Secretary-Treasurer.

Who is a regular student taking four or more units of work.

Who meets the requirements of the nomal semesters or
years of enrollment. (See Section 6, (10), of Definitions.
Who is not a special student.

Who has passed in three unit subjects or their equivalent
the previous semester. Previous semester means the se-
mester immediately preceding participation.

Who has been in attendance within 25 calendar days of the
beginning of the respective semester.

Who is an amateur.

Who is not playing on a school team and some other team
during the same period of time. Period of time means from
the time a pupil reports out for the school team until the
end of the season in that sport.

This means that a pupil is free to play with an independent
team so long as the pupil has not reported out for the
school team, but when a pupil reports out for the school
team, the pupil cannot from then on to the end of the sports
season play with any one except the-school team.

Whose deportment satisfies the requirements of the school
authorities. ;

Who is not a four-year or a senior high school graduate.
Who has not played four years of high school competition
in that sport or event.

Who has not attained his or her 19th birthday prior to May
1st preceding the school year of participation.

Who is not a migrant pupil of less than a year’'s standing.
Who has not participated in any unauthorized game or
contest.

A pupil who has represented his school in basketball may
not participate in any basketball game after the end of the
season. See Special Regulations, Section 7, (8).

A high school pupil may not participate in any football
game after the end of the season. See Special Regulations,
Section 7, (14).

Who has not signed any professional athletic contract.
Who has not received any expenses to nor participated in
any professional tryout.

Shall abide by all rules of the State organization and also
the Region organization when the rules of the Region
organization are not in conflict with the rules of the State
organization.

Shall make out complete eligibility papers which shall
consist of ORIGINAL and vW0O CARBON COPIES of
the Eligibility Certificate (Form E-2) and an Individual
Sheet (Form E-1) for each player on the eligibility cer-
tificate for whom no individual sheet has previously
been filed and forward to the STATE EXECUTIVE
SECRETARY-TREASURER at least TEN DAYS before
the first game of contest. The Executive Secretary-
Treasurer will return to the school one of the carbons
certified under seal of the Georgia High School Associa-
tion.

Each game played prior to the proper filing of the
eligibility report shall be forfeited and in addition
thereto, a fine of $10.00 shall be levied against the
school for delayed eligibility list; payments of fine or
fines for any delayed eligibility report shall be made
to the Executive Secretary-Treasurer. Failure to pay
such fine shall prohibit the school from entering any
contest. Deadline for payment of fine shall be ten
days from notification date. The Executive Secretary-
Treasurer is authorized and directed to suspend from
membership any school which fails to file eligibility
report. The Executive Secretary-Treasurer is authoriz-
ed and directed to reject any eligibility report not
submitted with ORIGINAL and TWO CARBONS and
without the necessary individual sheets and to return
same to the school concerned.

Any supplementary eligibility reports for baskeiball
and/or additions to basketball eligibility reports made
after February 10th must be accompanied by a delayed
fee of $5.00. This will not apply in a case where a
pupil has transferred from one school to another with-
in ten days prior to February 10th or after February
10th and in any case where the first semester ends
after February 10th. In any case where the first
semester ends after February 10th, additions must be
made within ten days of the end of the semester to
avoid delay fee.

Eligibility reports are required for all literary contest-
ants just as for athletic contests. Eligibility reports
for One Act Plays and Debates are due not later than
December 15. Any eligibility report for Debate and/or
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
