From The Secretary’s Desk

This section of the Bulletin contains in summary form special
information.

AWARDS—A special committee has studied the problem of
awards and has recommended that beginning with the school year
1967-68 no awards be made for intramural and interscholastic com-
petition other than customary letters, medals, trophies, and plaques.
This recommendation has been adopted effective with the 1967-68
school year. BSchools are requested to give this study and con-
sideration.

REPRESENTATION IN STATE TOURNAMENTS AND/OR
MEETS—Changes have been made in the number of representatives
that a region may have in a state tournament or meet. These are in-
dicated below and apply to all classes:

Track .......ccceeeeeeeeeee. 18t and 2nd in each event
Tennis ... ....1st in each event

Basketball. ..1st and 2nd place teams
Literary.....iiee. Ist in each event
Golf.iiii 1st place team and Low Medalist

if not on winning team

FOOTBALL OFFICIALS FEES—A study of the fees paid to
football officials in state playoff games has indicated that in a num-
ber of situations the officials have not received as much for working
a playoff game as for a regular season contest. In a number of in-
stances officials have travelled a long distance to work in a playoff
game. A new fee scale has been set up for the playoff games which
provides for payment on a sliding scale based on gate receipts along
with a minimum fee for each game.

CRITERIA FOR FOOTBALL SITES FOR STATE PLAYOFFS
—There has been some question raised as to whether some of the
fields on which football playoff games have been played have been
adequate. The footbhall playoff regulations designate the home or
host team and gives this team. the right to designate the site for the
game. The visiting team has no voice in determining the site, but
does have a very definite interest as far as accomodations for its
spectators and finances of the game are concerned.

The State Executive Committee has set up a special committee
to study the situation and to set up criteria that a field must meet
in order to he used as the site for a playoff game. This committee
has been given authority to act and to set up the specifications.
The committee is as follows:
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Bands are free to attend and to participate in any parades, con-
certs, and exhibitions as the local school system may see fit as long
as there are no prizes, awards, ratings, ete. In any case where there
is competition, prizes, ratings or awards, such must be sanctioned
and cleared with the GHSA just as in an invitation tournament of

any type.

BAND DAYS—In order to prevent over emphasis and over
participation by an individual school in Band Days, limitations have
been placed on approved Band Days similar to limitations on other
activities and athletics.

A school may participate in one and only one, approved Band
Day. In participating in a Band Day the band may not arrive at
the site on the day or night prior to participation, nor may the band
remain at the site the night after participation.

Proper chaperonage is required of any participating band.

In a number of cases a high school band will be playing for
its own school at a football game the night prior to Band Day, and
in some cases away from home. Every effort should be made to
avoid a situation in which a band returns home from its own game
near midnight and then leaves immediately and travels all night to
reach the site of the Band Day in time to practice. This can be
avoided by not accepting invitations at a long distance and by the
sponsor of the Band Day setting the practice time as late in the
day as possible.

MUSIC FESTIVALS—Dates for the Music Festivals have been
set up for the various districts. Solos and ensembles have bheen set
up on separate statewide dates of March 18 and April 8, 1967.

Any high school pupil participating in a Music Festival, Solo
or Ensemble must be eligible under the regular eligibility standards
of the GHSA as for any other interscholastic activity,

Working in cooperation with the GMEA the dates and places
as listed below have been approved for Music Festivals, solos, and
ensembles, A change in date and/or place can be made only by re-
qguest to the President of the GMEA and by joint approval of the
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AAA have been placed on a region basis as for other classifications.
Each AAA region will determine its own entries in the various
literary events. The first place winner in each event will qualify
for the State Literary Meet.

LOCATION OF STATE LITERARY EVENTS—The Debates
and the One Act Plays for all classifications will be held on the
same week end at the University of Georgia, Athens, Ga. All of
the other literary events for all classifications will be held on
another week end at Mercer University, Macon, Ga. A complete
schedule of events is given in a special section of this Bulletin.

PIANO SOLO—The attention of music instructors is directed to
the list of required selections for Piano solo. The list has been re-
vised. Instructors should be sure that the compositions used are
on the printed list.

TYPEWRITING AND SHORTHAND—A special committee of
instructors in the commercial field have studied the contests in
Typewriting and Shorthand. The recommendations of the com-
mittee in regards to these contests have heen adopted. These
changes are given in the Typewriting and Shorthand sections of
this Bulletin. Special attention is directed to these sections.

SPELLING—Each year the Spelling list is studied very care-
fully by several different persons so as to eliminate words that
might cause confusion. Even with careful examination a situation
develops in which a word has an obsolete and archaic spelling.
As a matter of policy in future contest when there is a word which
can be spelled in more than one way, the spelling as on the spelling
list will be considered as the preferred and correct spelling.

ELIGIBILITY REPORTS—The procedure for the certification
of pupils has been simplified. Considerable work and time can be
saved for the school administrator and the State Office if eligibility
reports are properly filled out. Some of the items to which specific
attention should be directed are

1. Eligibility Certificate—

a. Submit original and two carbons.

b. List in alphabetical order, last name first.

c. Separate report is NOT required for each sport. After
a pupil has once been reported and cleared during the
year, no further report is needed in the State Office for
that pupil during the year.

d. Boys and girls may be listed on the same sheet.

e. Individual sheet should accompany eligibility certificate
for each pupil being reported for the first time by the
school.

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of the State Department of Education. The A.D.A. report at the
classification period shall be used to determine the classification
of a school for a two-year period.

b. Where schools are consolidated at a classification period,
the combined A.D.A. figure of the consolidated schools shall be
used to determine the classification of the consolidated schools.

¢. The adjusted A.D.A. shall be calculated as follows:
1. The four-year high school shall be used as a base, and
for a three-year high school 1/3 shall be added to the
A.D.A. to determine classification figure.
2. The double sex school (co-ed) shall be used as a base,
and for a single sex school the A.D.A. shall be doubled
to determine classification figure.

NOTE: Classification for the school years 1966-67 and 1967-68 is
based on the A.D.A. reports for the school year 1964-65.
The next reclassification will be based on the reports for
the school year 1966-67 and will become effective in the
school year 1968-69. Schools will be notified of their clas-
sification by December 1, 1967.

Sec. 4. GROUPING OF MEMBERSHIP BY REGIONS

All Class AAA, Class AA, Class A, Class B, and Class C schools
shall be members of the Region organization in which they are
located. Region boundaries shall be determined by the State
Executive Committee at each classification period.

Sec. 5. COLLEGES

Junior Colleges and preparatory departments of colleges are
not eligible for membership in this Association.

Sec. 6. JUNIOR HIGH SCHQOLS
Junior High Schools are not eligible for membership in this
Association.

Sec. 7. TRANSFER FROM A REGION

a. A member school desiring transfer to membership in a
neighboring region may do so with the consent of the regions con-
cerned and with the approval of the State Executive Secretary-
Treasurer provided no rules are otherwise violated, and provided
that the request for transfer is made to the State Office within 30
days after the notice of reclagsification has been made.

b. A school that changes regions by application must remain
in the region to which transfered until schools are reclassified on a
statewide basis.

¢. A school may be moved from one region to another by
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mittee elected by the regions shall be so arranged or so staggered
that the terms of approximately one-third of the total number of
members shall expire each year.

¢. When a member of the State Executive Committee is
unable to attend a State Executive Committee meeting, the Presi-
dent of the region shall have power to appoint an eligible mem-
ber of the region concerned to represent the region at that meeting.

Sec. 3. BOARD OF TRUSTEES

Said Georgia High School Association shall have a Board of
Trustees (three in number) consisting of the three persons hold-
ing the following State offices of said Association to-wit: President,
Vice-President, and Executive Secretary-Treasurer, and their re-
spective successors in office. Said Board of Trustees shall receive
and hold title to all real and personal property of said Association
in trust for the benefit of said Association and shall have general
custody and administration of such property with power and
authority to lease, sell, and convey said property of said Association;
provided however, said Board of Trustees shall not sell or convey
any real property so held by them in trust for said Association
without first being authorized to do so by a majority vote of the
State Executive Committee of said Association at a meeting duly
called for such purpose.

Sec. 4. STATE APPEAL BOARD

a. The State Appeal Board shall be composed of five members
elected by the State Executive Committee.

b. The members of the State Appeal Board shall be selected
from the various classifications of schools with each classification
being represented.

c. The term of each member of the State Appeal Board shall
be for three years and terms shall be so staggered that the terms
of not more than two members shall expire in the same year.

Sec. 5.  REGION OFFICERS

a. Each Class AAA, Class AA, Class A, Class B, and Class C
Region shall elect a President, a Vice-President, a Secretary-Trea-
surer, and from one to three committeemen. No two of the above
shall be from the same school unless the two are President and
the Secretary-Treasurer, and any person so elected shall be con-
nected with a member school in an administrative or instruectional
capacity. These officers together with any member of the State
Executive Committee from the Region shall compose the Executive
Committee in their region.

b. A member of the State Executive Committee who is not
an elected member of his Region Executive Committee shall be an
added member of his respective Region Executive Committee. The
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shall be elected at any Spring meeting when there is a vacancy to
be filled and any person so elected shall be connected with a member
school in an administrative or instructional capacity. The term of
office shall be for a period of three years. Any vacancy occuring
on the State Executive Committee shall be filled by the Region
Committee until the next meeting of the Region concerned.

Sec. 8. AUTHORITY

a. The State Executive Secretary-Treasurer shall be authoriz-
ed to interpret rules with the authority to impose the proper penalty,

b. All questions of eligibility, or other matters subject to
investigation, must first be submitted to the State Executive
Secretary-Treasurer. The State Executive Secretary-Treasurer after
hearing and/or examining the evidence of the party or parties
concerned shall render a decision.

c¢. Should either the defendant or the plaintiff not be satis-
fied with this decision, appeal may then be made to the State
Appeal Board through the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer.

d. When an appeal is made should the State Executive Secre-
tary-Treasurer fail to notify the State Appeal Board within one
week, an appeal may then be made direct to the State Appeal
Board either through the State President or the Executive Secre-
tary-Treasurer.

e. The State Appeal Board after hearing and/or examining
the evidence submitted by the party or parties concerned shall
render a decision.

f. If either party is not satisfled with the decision, or if the
State Appeal Board fails to act within one week, either party may
appeal to the State Executive Committee through the State Execu-
tive Secretary-Treasurer, provided the party or parties appealing
shall pay the entire expenses of the State Executive Committee
when called together for such a purpose.

g. The State Executive Committee after hearing and/or exam-
ining the evidence submitted by the party or parties concerned shall
render a decision.

h. This appeal shall be final and any one seeking redress
through any other channel shall forfeit their membership in the
Georgia High School Association for a minimum period of one
calendar year.

i. No other method of appeal shall be held valid and any ap-
peal must begin with the first step outlined and not eliminate any
step until reaching the final court of appeal, the State Executive
Committee. When the decision by the State Executive Committee
is in favor of the appealing party or parties the State Executive
Committee may charge the expense of the meeting to the Georgia
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ARTICLE V—General Provisions

Sec. 1. REPORTS

a. The Superintendent or Principal of each member school
shall make reports to Region and State Secretaries at the time pre-
scribed in the By-Laws and in the manner called for, and also such
other reports as may be requested by the Region Committee, State
Executive Committee or State Executive Secretary-Treasurer.

b. The Secretary of each Region, or his representative, shall
make a written report of the financial condition of his region
organization and on all activities in his region, naming champions
in basketball and track, if any be declared by region and all other
region activities to the State Executive Committee at the annual
meeting.

c¢. All reports of a Region Secretary concerning entries in the
State Basketball Tournaments and the State Meet or concerning
any routine matter pertaining to the Georgia High School Associa-
tion shall be addressed to the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer.
These reports shall be filed in the State Office for future reference.

Sec. 2. CONTESTS

a. Each region may hold annual contests in declamation,
music, debate, spelling, essay, home economics, athletics, typewriting,
shorthand, agriculture, and other forms of contests designed to pro-
mote the cause of education and authorized by the State Executive
Committee.

b. Such contests must be held on dates to be announced in
this Bulletin and under the rules governing State and Regional
Meets.

c. Schools shall compete in their own classifications in State
and Regional meets.

d. Winners in Regional meets may be sent to the State Meet
in both athletic and literary events.

Sec. 3. TREASURER

a. The Treasurer of each region is required to make an item-
ized statement of the income and expenditures of all funds to the
Region Executive Committee.

b. The State Executive Secretary-Treasurer is required to
make a similar statement to the State Executive Committee.

c. When a new Treasurer is elected, any balance must be
turned over to the new officer immediately.

Sec. 4 OFFICE
a. The permanent office of the Georgia High School Associa-
tion shall be the office of the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer.

A pupil who has represented his school in basketball may
not participate in any basketball game after the end of the
season. See Special Regulations, Section 7, (8).

A high school pupil may not participate in any football
game after the end of the season. See Special Regulations,
Section 7, (14).

Who has not signed any professional athletic contract.
Who has not received any expenses to any professional
tryout.

Who is listed on a properly certified eligibility list.

Who has not participated in or attended an athletic in-
structional camp and/or clinic during the school year, un-
less such is under the jurisdiction of and approved by the
Georgia High School Association.

2. A school to be eligible to participate in interscholastic-
in this Association:

Shall be a member of the Georgia High School Association,
Shall be a senior high school.

Shall pay annual dues to the State Executive Secretary-
Treasurer. Dues paid on or before October 15 will be 20¢
per pupil A.D.A. as based on the report made to the State
Department of Education for the previous year, with the
minimum dues for any school being $15.00. Dues paid
after October 15 will be 22¢ per pupil A.D.A. as based on
the report made to the State Department of Education for
the previous year, with the minimum dues for any school
being $16.50. After October 1, no school is eligible to
participate in any contest until its membership dues for
the current year are paid.

It is the responsibility of the individual school to see that
dues reach the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer.

Shall be governed by person or persons who believe in
fairness and honesty, an evidence of which shall be the
strict observance of all rules and regulations in regards to
eligibility of contestants representing their school.

Shall not have been disqualified as a member school for
violation of the Constitution or By-Laws within one year.
Shall operate all inter-school contests and activities under
direct and complete control of the school administration or
designated school personnel. Responsibilities relating to
such things are not to be delegated by the Board of Educa-
tion, Superintendent, or Principal, to any person or per-
sons, other than regular members of the school staff. This

c. Any supplementary eligibility reports for baskethall

and/or additions to basketball eligibility reports made
after February 10th must be accompanied by a delay-
ed fee of $5.00. This will not apply in a case where a
pupil has transferred from one school to another with-
in ten days prior to February 10th or after February
10th and in any case where the first semester ends
after February 10th. In any case where the first
semester ends after February 10th, additions must be
made within ten days of the end of the semester to
avoid delay fee.

d. Eligibility reports are required for all literary con-
testants just as for athletic contests. Eligibility re-
ports for One Act Plays and Debates are due not later
than December 15. Any eligibility report for Debate
and/or One Act Play filed after the deadline must be
accompanied by a delayed fee of $10.00 per report.

e. No school is eligible to participate in any region event
until a certified copy of the eligibility report for that
school from the State Office is in the hands of the
region Secretary prior to the event.

f. Once a pupil has been certified by a school during the
school year and has been cleared hy the State Office,
no further eligibility report is necessary for that pupil
during that school year. Eligibility is assumed to be
continuing.

Shall not permit its students to represent the school in any
interscholastic activity unless such participants meet the
eligibility requirements of the Georgia High School As-
sociation. (Exception—A pupil enrolled in the 8th grade
or below of a feeder elementary school will bhe permitted
to participate with a high school band in District Music
Festival and such participation will not be charged against
such pupil so as to affect later eligibility.)

Shall not permit its students to represent the school in

any interscholastic contest and/or activity unless such con-

test and/or activity has been approved by the Georgia

High School Association.

Shall not play an independent team or a team of a school

not a member of this or some allied organization:

Exceptions:

a. Member schools may schedule and play junior high
schools.

b. Member schools may schedule and play amateur base-
ball teams provided that there is no objection on the
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
