occurred until this year. During the past basketball season, one player
has been severely cut, and several fights have occurred in connection
with net cutting. The State Executive Committee has instructed the
Executive Secretary that the cutting of nets at any time is to be treated as
unsportsmanlike conduct and to be . handled as such, regardless of
whether it is with or without the consent of the local or home school. Each
school is directed to make this clear to its pupils, players, coaches and
spectators.

CROWD CONTROL — During the past several years the efforts on
crowd control and prevention of difficulties has been outstanding. This is
a tribute to the work of schools and communities. There has been some
slacking due to taking for granted that prior actions would take care of
the situation. This will not take care of the situation. Schools are
requested to give top emphasis to crowd control, parking, action of
cheerleaders, etc. To assist in this a special committiee has been
established to set up criteria and guidelines for crowd control. As soon as
available, this will be distributed to schools. Meanwhile schools are urged
to give top priority to crowd control and to utilize all community
resources to support such programs.

STATE ONE ACT PLAYS — Change has been made in State One Act
Plays to provide for three judges instead of one.

DEBATE PROGRAM — A major change has been made in the
debate program. All region winners in each classification will meet at a
central location. The schools in each classification will be divided into
circles for a round-robin debate in each circle. The winners in each circle
in each classification will meet for the championship.

TAPE RECORDINGS — Several situations occurred the past year
where tape recordings of pianist were used for vocal music events. Such
tape recordings will not be permitted in the future.

DEBATE TOPICS — Each year the National Debate Committee
selects three fields of discussion and after this is limited to one field of
discussion, designates three debate topics in this field. The final national
debate topic is not designated until December. Due to GHSA debates
being held before the National Topic is determined it is necessary that
one of the three topics be selected for Georgia debates. Sometimes the
topic is the one selected later by the National Committee; sometimes it is
not. However, the topic is in the same related field of discussion. The
Georgia topic for 1974-75 is: Resolved: That all campaign funds for all
federal elective offices should be provided exclusively by the Federal
Government.

GHSA PASSES — The passes issued by the GHSA will be restricted to
the person to whom issued and to that person only. Passes will not be good
for admission except for the one person listed on the pass.
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GEORGIA HIGH SCHOOL ASSOCIATION 15

has met the standard in regards to passing of work.

CHANGE OF RECORD AS TO DATE OF FIRST ENTRANCE INTO
GRADE 9 — A plicy has been set by the State Executive Committee that
any request for a change in record as to date of first entrance into grade 9
must be accompanied by a check, cash, or money order in the amount of
$10.00, and that the school making such request for change be checked by
some person designated by the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer,
with the recommendation of the person making the examination being
necessary before any change is made.

ELIGIBILITY REPORTS — The procedure for the certification of
pupils has been simplified. Work and time can be saved for the school
administrator and the State Office if eligibility reports are porperly filled
out. Items to which specific attention should be directed are:

1. Eligibility Certificate

a. Submit original and two carbons (1 is returned to the school ; 1 goes
to the region; 1 remains in the State Office.)

b. List pupils in alphabetical order, last name first.

c. Separate report IS NOT required for each sport. After a pupil has
once been reported and cleared during the school year, no
further report is needed for that pupil during the school year.

d. Boys and girls may be listed on the same sheet.

e. For each pupil being reported for the first time by a school,
an individual sheet for that pupil should accompany the eligibility
certificate.

2. Individual Sheet

a. File ONE sheet for each pupil who is being reported by the
school for the first time. After an individual sheet has been
filed by a school, no further individual sheet is necessary for that
school for the pupil.

b. List the name of the pupil in full. Nicknames can be placed in
parenthese after the name. Listing a pupil as ‘‘Junior” Jones or
“Slim"” Jones, makes it difficult to identify pupils on future
reports.

c. Give date of birth—indicate authority for birthdate. You will be
assisting a pupil if you require the pupil to furnish a birth certifi-
cate,

d. The section showing date of completion of 8th and first entrance in
9th should be complete and accurate. An error in this section can
seriously affect the future eligibility of a pupil.

e. When a pupil certified for the first time is above ‘the 9th grade
level, be sure to fill in the attendance record by years to show
where and when in each grade beginning with 9th. Be sure that the
section is in agreement with the section showing date of first

be visited under this provision. (i.e., Rossville-Chattanooga;
Augusta-Aiken; Columbus-Phenix City)

. Music groups which are honored with an invitation to perform at a

professional meeting of educators are encouraged to do so.

. For the school year 1974-75 the requirement that a participant in

band or music festival meet the GHSA eligibility requirement has
been suspended except in any case where there are prizes and-or
awards, eligibility standards will apply.

GENERAL POLICIES FOR APPROVAL OF FIELD MARCHING
BANDS AND CONCERT FESTIVALS —

1. Any event must have GMEA-GHSA approval.

2. Any event in Georgia must be under sponsorship and responsibility
of a member school of the GHSA.

3. Any out of State event must be cleared by the home or host State
Association. If the event is not approved by the State in which it is
held for their schools, Georgia schools cannot participate.

4. The GMEA and the GHSA will set up criteria upon which considera-
tion of approval of field marching festivals and concert festivals will
be considered.

CRITERIA FOR GMEA-GHSA APPROVAL OF NON-GMEA
FESTIVALS.

1. Field Marching Festivals

a

. At least three competent adjudicators are used who will employ

the division rating of I through V.

. Classification will be based on school enrollment or ADA. Bands

may enter higher classification, but not lower unless given
approval to do so by Festival Sponsor.

. Marching festivals are to be held on regulation football fields with

proper rest rooms, warm up area, concession, lighting, and play-
ing facilities.

- Rules for each festival should be clearly printed and adhered to.

(Time limits, penalties etc.)

. Entry blank will require signature of the band’s school principal.

¢. The adjusted A.D.A. shall be calculated as follows:

1. The four-year high school shall be used as a base, and for a three-
year high school %5 shall be added to the A.D.A. to determine
classification figure.

2. The double sex school (co-ed) shall be used as a base, and for a
single sex school the A.D.A. shall be doubled to determine
classification figure.

NOTE: Classification for the school years 1974-75 and 1975-76 is based on
the A.D.A. reports for the school year 1972-73. The next reclassifica-
tion will be based on the reports for the school year 1974-75 and will
become effective in the school year 1976-77. Schools will be notified
of their classification by December 1, 1975.

Sec. 4. GROUPING OF MEMBERSHIP BY REGIONS

All Class AAA. Class AA, Class A, and Class B schools shall
be members of the Region organization in which they are located.
Region boundaries shall be determined by the State Executive Com-
mittee at each classification period.

Sec. 5. COLLEGES

Junior Colleges and preparatory departments of colleges are not
eligible for membership in this Association.

Sec. 6. JUNIOR HIGH SCHOOLS
Junior High Schools which meet the standards set for Junior High
Schools will be eligible for membership in the Association.

Sec. 7. TRANSFER FROM A REGION

a. A member school desiring transfer to membership in a neigh-
boring region may do so with the consent of the regions concerned and
with the approval of the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer provided
no rules are otherwise violated, and provided that the request for
transfer is made to the State Office within 30 days after the notice of
reclassification has been made.

b. Aschool that changes regions by application must remain in the
region to which transferred until schools are reclassified on a statewide
basis.

¢. A school may be moved from one region to another by direction
of the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer.

d. Arequestto move from one region to another must be made over
the signatures of the school’s administrative authorities, i.e., the
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¢. When a member of the State Executive Committee is unable to
attend a State Executive Committee meeting, the President of the region
shall have power to appoint an eligible member of the region concerned
to represent the region at that meeting.

Sec. 3. BOARD OF TRUSTEES

Said Georgia High School Association shall have a Board of Trustees
(three in number) consisting of the three persons holding the following
state offices of said Association to-wit: President, Vice-President, and
Executive Secretary-Treasurer, and their respective successors in of-
fice. Said Board of Trustees shall receive and hold title to all real and
personal property of said Association in trust for the benefit of said
Association and shall have general custody and administration of such
property with power and authority to lease, sell, and convey said
property of said Association; provided however, said Board of Trustees
shall not sell or convey any real property so held by them in trust for said
Association without first being authorized to do so by a majority vote of
the State Executive Committee of said Association at a meeting duly
called for such purpose.

Sec. 4. STATE APPEAL BOARD

a. The State Appeal Board shall be composed of four members
elected by the State Executive Committee.

b. The members of the State Appeal Board shall be selected from
the various classifications of schools with each classification being
represented.

c. The term of each member of the State Appeal Board shall be for
three years and terms shall be so staggered that the terms of not more
than two members shall expire in the same year.

Sec. 5. REGION OFFICERS

a. Each Class AAA, AA, A and B Region shall elect
a President, a Vice-President, a Secretary-Treasurer, and form
one to three committeemen. No two of the above shall be from the same
school unless the two are President and the Secretary-Treasurer, and
any person so elected shall be connected with a member school in an
administrative or instructional capacity. These officers together with
any member of the State Executive Committee from the Region shall
compose the Executive Committee in their region.

b. A member of the State Executive Committee who is not an
elected member of his Region Executive Committee shall be an added
member of his respective Region Executive Committee. The provision
that only one member of the Region Executive Committee may come
from the same school will apply only to the members elected by the
Region, and will not apply when the State Executive Committee member
in the region is from the same school as an elected member,
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meeting of the Region concerned.

Sec. 8. AUTHORITY

a. The State Executive Secretary-Treasurer shall be authorized to
interpret rules with the authority to impose the proper penalty.

b. All questions of eligibility, or other matters subject to in-
vestigation, must first be submitted to the State Executive Secretary-
Treasurer. The State Executive Secretary-Treasurer after hearing and-
or examining the evidence of the party or parties concerned shall render
a decision.

¢. Should either the defendant or the plaintiff not be satisfied with
this decision, appeal may then be made to the State Appeal Board
through the State Executive Secretary-Treasurer.

d. When an appeal is made should the State Executive Secretary-
Treasurer fail to notify the State Appeal Board within one week, an
appeal may then be made direct to the State Appeal Board either
through the State President or the Executive Secretary-Treasurer.

e. The State Appeal Board after hearing and-or examining the
evidence submitted by the party or parties shall render a decision.

f. If either party is not satisfied with the decision, or if the State
Appeal Board fails to act within one week, either party may appeal to the
State Executive Committee through the State Executive Secretary-
Treasurer, provided the party or parties appealing shall pay the entire
expenses of the State Executive Committee when called together for
such a purpose.

g. The State Executive Committee after hearing and-or examining
the evidence submitted by the party or parties concerned shall render a
decision.

h. This appeal shall be final and any one seeking redress through
any other channel shall forfeit their membership in the Georgia High
School Association for a minimum period of one calendar year.

i. No other method of appeal shall be held valid and any appeal must
begin with the first step outlined and not eliminate any step until
reaching the final court of appeal, the State Executive Committee. When
the decision by the State Executive Committee is in favor of the ap-
pealing party or parties the State Executive Committee may charge the
expense of the meeting to the Georgia High School Association and
reimburse the appealing party or parties.

Sec. 9. VOTE

Each school shall have one vote in a Region meeting and each
member of the State Executive Committee shall have one vote in a State
Executive Committee meeting.
