e  Five bass per team; minimum 14 inches on largemouth and 12
on spotted bass.

e Each GHSA approved school may enter up to six boats in each
regional competition. The top 15 boats from each regional
advance to the state Championship. One additional boat will
advance from each regional for every 10 boats that compete
over a minimum of 100 boats in the regional. Boats advance
from the first event in which they qualified. If a boat has
already qualified for the state championship, the next eligible
boat will advance.
