F. OVERTIME PROCEDURE DURING THE STATE TOURNAMENT

1. After a 3-minute intermission, a coin-flip with the team captains and the referee shall be
conducted in order to determine possession and direction to start the overtime period.

2. The winner of the coin-flip shall have the options to start on offense, defense, or direction. The
loser of the coin-flip will have the choice of the remaining options.

3. Eachteam is entitled to 1 time-out per overtime period. Any unused timeouts will not carry over
to the next overtime period.

4. For the first two overtime possessions the scoring team will be permitted to go to for 1 point, 2
points or three points on their PAT attempt. After the second overtime period the scoring team
must go for 2 points following each touchdown.

5. The offensive team (Team A) will start from the opponent 15-yard line and have four downs to
score a touchdown, followed by the opponent (Team B) having the same opportunity to score.

a. If still tied, the procedure will be repeated with teams (in the second overtime Team B will
now be on offense first and Team A will not be on defense). Teams will continue to flip
possession for each subsequent overtime period until a winner is determined.
